The Kingdom of Land rules over the great landmasses of the world, those historically controlled by European powers: Europe, Britain, Russia, Africa and Australia.’

‘That incident was a spat between my royal house and the Kingdom of the Sea, now based in America and advised by the Freemasons. Houses will always seek to dominate and thus butt heads from time to time. My house—ably advised over the millennia by the historians of the Catholic Church and men of institutions like the Royal Society—has ruled for a very long time.’
‘The Kingdom of the Sea is America?’ Jack asked.
‘Technically, it is the kingdom of the Atlantic, Indian and Pacific Oceans, which includes the Americas, but for now, yes, an American occupies that throne,’ Iolanthe said. ‘The Sky Kingdom is based in the mountains of Tibet and the famous Kingdom of the Underworld is here in India.’
‘Tibet contains an ancient kingdom?’ Alby asked.
Iolanthe replied, ‘Why else do you think modern China has craved Tibet for so long? A thousand years ago, it was the other way around, and a royal household based in Tibet ruled over the backward Chinese. But over the centuries, things change and sometimes the ruled become the rulers.’
Jack shook his head. ‘Okay, and on top of all that, you’re saying places like Hell really exist?’
Iolanthe sighed. ‘For a man who has seen what you’ve seen, Jack, I would have thought this was rather easy to accept. And please don’t say “Hell”. It comes with all sorts of immoral connotations. Call it the Underworld. In the original myths, the Underworld was just a place you went to after you died—that’s because this place began as burial catacombs. The dead were brought here. Only later, thanks to some troublesome priests, did it acquire the whole hellfire and damnation thing.
‘No,’ she continued, ‘many of mankind’s most enduring myths actually happened. The old gods, the old legends. While they may have been embellished and modified over the millennia, they happened. That is why they have stood the test of time.
‘Take Zeus, the famed king of the gods, ruler of Olympus,’ Iolanthe said. ‘He was the Land King of his day and a most charismatic ruler. He dominated his three fellow kings who at that time were all from the same family. His brother, Hades, ruled the Underworld, this kingdom in India, while his other brother—’
‘. . . Poseidon . . .’ Jack said.
‘—ruled the seas. The failed rebellion of the Titans was a failed uprising against the four kingdoms. The Sea Kingdom’s old capital and its famed destruction in ancient times has, of course, acquired its own mythic status as the story of Atlantis.
‘Why, the names of the three previous winners of these very Games—Osiris, Gilgamesh and Hercules—have resounded in history, even though the original cause of their fame has been lost. We view them today as fictitious gods or heroes when in truth they actually lived and did great things.
‘So many things in our world derive from the four kingdoms: Star Chambers, debutante balls, the notion of noblesse oblige, even the Olympic Games began in Greece as an imitation of these Games.’
‘Wait,’ Jack said. ‘The Star Chamber. When he spoke earlier, Hades said something about a Star Chamber opening and that was why the Games are being held now. What was that about?’
Iolanthe smiled. ‘I always liked that about you, Jack. You pay attention. And you get right to the point. In the grand scheme of things, the Great Games are incredibly important. For they are, quite literally, man’s chance to prove his worth and continue to exist.’



‘What does that mean?’ Jack asked.
‘During his opening address,’ Iolanthe said, ‘Lord Hades did indeed mention that the Star Chamber has opened. This kingdom, this mighty mountain-palace, is a most mysterious place. It was constructed by an ancient civilisation, one that lived on this planet long before humans did, the same civilisation that built the six-cornered Machine that you rebuilt, Jack.
‘While it presents itself to us as a striking black mountain, it is much more than that. For this peak is curiously and inexplicably alive. Our scientists have analysed it. It seethes with a peculiar kind of energy and it contains many unexplained mechanisms—like the one that opened the Star Chamber—that operate according to their own celestial calendars.
‘The Star Chamber is an astronomical temple at the mountain’s summit. Exactly forty days ago, entirely of its own accord, that temple opened. According to the ancient texts, this occurs when a galaxy known as the Hydra comes directly toward the Milky Way and Earth, an event that takes place approximately once every few thousand years.
‘You yourself saw this galaxy, Jack. At Pine Gap. For the first time in history, thanks to the SKA Array, man has been able to see the Hydra.’
Jack said, ‘The images captured by the SKA Array are top secret.’
‘Are you listening to me?’ Iolanthe said. ‘The four kingdoms own every major government on Earth. Our people designed the SKA Array. We see the results before presidents see them. You should be honoured to have even laid eyes on the Hydra Galaxy, Jack. Isaac Newton calculated its existence but never got to see it, much to his chagrin. As he once wrote, the optics of his time simply weren’t good enough.
‘But his mathematics were correct. It’s out there and it’s coming. And as it hurtles through space toward us, the Hydra is clearing the way for something far more important, a signal that will be sent from the very centre of the universe, from the same civilisation that built this place.
‘They are searching for us, Jack, asking if we are still here and worthy of existing.
‘In any case, these Games are a most ancient ceremony held in honour of the coming of the Hydra. In a series of challenges, the champions must acquire nine spheres of very rare gold quartz.
‘Those Golden Spheres are then set in place in the two temples atop this mountain, in two separate ceremonies.
‘The first ceremony involves laying five spheres in the Star Chamber, which we call the “minor temple”. Only when they are laid will the second “major temple” open. The final four spheres are then placed in the major temple in what is known as the Supreme Ceremony.
‘This whole mountain, Jack, it’s basically one giant ancient antenna. It starts deep underground and rises high into the sky. Once all nine spheres are set in place, they initiate the antenna, which sends a signal to the Hydra Galaxy, informing it that Earth is still populated by people advanced enough—worthy enough—to keep living. The Hydra will be diverted and life on Earth will continue.
‘Noblesse oblige, Jack, the obligation of those who are highborn to look after the common people. This is why the royal houses exist, to preserve the ancient traditions of the Earth and thus keep everyone on it alive.
‘As I said before, the Great Games have been held on three previous occasions, but this time is different. It has long been foretold that the Fourth Great Games will precede a great and terrible cataclysm. Much is at stake this time, more than just the fate of the Earth.’
Iolanthe looked hard at him. ‘Right now, though, all you need to know is that Lord Hades’s word is law. Make no mistake, he bears a heavy burden. With his crown came the sacred obligation to host the Games without fear or favour. If the champions do not
acquire all the spheres, the major temple will not send out the return signal to the Hydra.

THE DASH ACROSS THE FIRST PINNACLE

Mae said, ‘History teacher.’

‘Among other things, Newton was Lucasian Professor of Mathematics at Cambridge University, Master of the Royal Mint, and most importantly for our purposes, President of the Royal Society. This last post made him the head of a most powerful group, the Royal Society’s inner elite: the Invisible College.’
‘The Invisible College?’ Pooh Bear said.
‘Wisest of the wise, solemn advisors to the kings of old,’ Mae said. ‘That’s their actual official motto.’
‘The members of the Invisible College were advisors to the British Crown?’ Stretch asked.
Mae gave Stretch a look.
‘No. I said they were advisors to the kings of old. To the kings of the four legendary kingdoms.’
She saw the looks of incomprehension on Stretch’s and Pooh Bear’s faces.
‘Four legendary kingdoms?’ Pooh Bear repeated.

‘Mae,’ Stretch said. ‘Forgive me, but Jack West Sr—Wolf—would never have married a plain old high school history teacher. What’s your real area of expertise?’
Mae smiled. ‘While I genuinely love opening young minds, I like to think I am something more than your average high school teacher. All my life I have inquired into a single question. My search for the answer to that question has made me something of an expert in subjects as varied as mythical kingdoms, advanced astronomy and famed individuals like Nikola Tesla and Isaac Newton.’
‘So what’s the question?’ Stretch asked.
‘The question,’ Mae said, ‘is the greatest question of all: who or what is God?’



‘Who is God?’ Stretch said doubtfully. ‘Are you talking about the Muslim god, Allah? Egyptian gods? Greek gods? You do realise that Jack once found the tomb of Jesus Christ in a Roman salt mine with the body still in it.’
Mae nodded. ‘I’m talking about all of them. And, yes, I am also very aware that Jesus the Nazarene was very much a man even if a sizeable portion of mankind has made him into a god. Why do you think this has happened?’
Stretch shrugged. ‘He preached a popular philosophy. Peace, equality, be nice to others. He fed his followers with loaves and fishes. Healed the sick. And from what we learned back in 2008, he was also a member of a very ancient royal line—’
‘That’s right,’ Mae said quickly. ‘He healed the sick and he was a member of an ancient royal line. Imagine you’re living in the Roman province of Judea and a guy comes out of nowhere with advanced medical knowledge and starts healing the sick? It’d cause a sensation. Christ’s royal lineage made him an even greater sensation and his fame spread.
‘It is my contention that a handful of royal lines have been privy to advanced superancient learning handed down to them by a mysterious civilisation from the distant past. This wisdom has given them a knowledge-advantage over the general population and allowed them to appear, so to speak, god-like.
‘Did you know that every single great ancient civilisation mentions being visited by a white-skinned bearded man—it’s always a man, he is always white and he always has a beard—who bestows on them advanced wisdom and who often heals the sick?
‘The Egyptians, the Maya, the Cambodians, all of them were visited by such an individual. The Egyptians called him Viratia. The Mayans called him Viracocha. The Cambodians: Viacaya. Sound consistent?
‘I mean, if you’re a simple society and someone comes to you and shows you how to build giant pyramids, predict solar eclipses, plant sustainable agriculture, and miraculously heals your ill, you’d think he was a god, wouldn’t you?’
‘Sure,’ Pooh Bear said.
‘My postulation,’ Mae said, ‘is that our gods of old—from Zeus to Poseidon, to Anubis and Isis—were all royal beneficiaries of the superancient civilisation that built the Machine. They were all members of a few high families who exist today as the four legendary kingdoms. The question of who or what is God is inextricably linked to the four kingdoms that rule our world from the shadows.’
Again she saw the confused looks on Pooh and Stretch’s faces.
‘Okay, maybe I should backtrack a little,’ Mae said. ‘Think about everything you learned in history class at high school. All of that is wrong. History as you know it is not correct. What you need to know is the secret history of the world.’
Mae took a breath. ‘The four legendary kingdoms have been amazingly successful at concealing their existence. Only a select few people know of their presence and power. If you look at a map of the world, you will see the borders of countries and nation-states; you will not see the invisible borders of the four ancient realms.

‘Remember, Stretch, there are no gods, only people,’ Mae said. ‘This is the answer to my lifelong question: there are no gods. Every ancient god or hero was once a person, perhaps a powerful person, perhaps a famous person, but a person nonetheless. Zeus, Perseus, Athena, Hercules, they were all just people once. This is not a new theory. The Greek philosopher Euhemerus espoused it three hundred years before Christ.’

‘These people, these four kings, are the secret rulers of the world. Occasionally, so great do they become, their names emerge from the shadows and enter the popular consciousness: Khufu, Rameses, Agamemnon, Constantine, Charlemagne. But this is rare.
‘In their capacity as rulers, the four eternal kingdoms are stewards of advanced ancient knowledge, much of it astronomical, much of it written in the Word of Thoth in manuscripts that date back to the dawn of civilised man.’
Mae held up a finger.
‘The source of this advanced ancient knowledge is another part of the answer to my lifelong question: if there was a prior advanced civilisation on this planet or if aliens visited the Earth, would they qualify as gods?’
Pooh looked at Stretch. Stretch looked at Pooh.
Mae went on: ‘The four kingdoms are the hidden hand that directs human history: every great war and famine, every revolution, migration and depression, has been their doing.

‘History takes on an entirely different character when viewed through this lens. Take, for instance, Louis XIV of France, the famous Sun King. Wealthy beyond imagining, he was one of these ancient kings, the King of Land. But his spoilt grandson, Louis XVI, was not half the man his grandfather was and he was passed over for the ancient crown. When Louis XVI dared to challenge this decision, the French Revolution was initiated and young Louis lost his head.
‘The First World War: it was a squabble between some minor royal families. The Second World War was an alliance of all the royal households to quash a pair of troublesome nations, Germany and Japan.
‘On three occasions, in 1929, 1987 and 2008, when the capitalist class rose too high too quickly and proclaimed themselves gods, the four kings promptly reminded them of their place.
‘Presidents, prime ministers, nation-states, they are merely passing through. The royal houses use democracy as a tool to keep populations satisfied. Individuals rise, some even proclaim themselves “kings” or “sultans” but their wealth is nothing compared to that of the four kingdoms.
‘Occasionally, to keep their bloodlines healthy and their minds fresh, the kingdoms will invite talented individuals into their secret aristocracy via strategic marriages.
‘And over the last five thousand years, these royal households have been advised by the men—always men—of the Invisible College: advisors of surpassing wisdom, initiates in the wisdom of the “Ancients”, the mysterious advanced civilisation that built the Great Pyramid and the Machine that Jack re-erected.
‘Like the rulers they serve, sometimes the names of these advisors have entered the popular consciousness, too: men like Imhotep, Merlin, Richelieu and Rasputin.’
‘And Newton,’ Pooh Bear said.
‘And Newton,’ Mae agreed. ‘The Catholic Church, as a repository of much ancient knowledge throughout the Dark Ages and as the modern embodiment of the sun-cult of Amon-Ra, has many such initiates within its ranks. And as you know, it advises the Deus Rex.’

THE CIRCUS
Thirty minutes after he’d left the dining hall, Jack found himself sitting in a stripped-down motor car, wearing his trademark fireman’s helmet.
The car was a Light Strike Vehicle, or LSV, a small dune buggy used by various armies in desert environments. As a car, there wasn’t much to it: it was little more than a black frame on four wheels, with two front bucket seats and a single rear seat, a steering wheel and a rear-mounted engine. No windows, no doors, no extra weight: everything about it was light and fast.
Sitting with Jack in the car were Sky Monster and E-147 since he was allowed two companions for this challenge. ‘Classical historians have often wondered how a petty and cowardly king named Eurystheus could have bossed around a warrior as tough as Hercules. Here’s the answer: Eurystheus was the Lord of the Underworld and the ancient figure we know as Hercules was a champion in these Games.
‘The Twelve Labours of Hercules have long been considered metaphors. Because they were. They were ritual challenges that used animal motifs like boars, lions, bulls and birds.’
Sky Monster stared at Jack. ‘That’s all well and good, Jack, but how is that going to help us?’
‘Hades said it himself,’ Jack said. ‘Only the classically-educated champion will succeed in these Games. I think a few of my fellow champions knew about this when they came here, while I didn’t. But, Sky Monster, I just caught up.’
Just then, with a great clanking, a series of large garage doors set into the wall behind the six small Light Strike Vehicles rumbled open.

THE GREAT BEND
In his introduction to this challenge, Vacheron had mentioned something called the Great Bend. Now Jack knew why it was called ‘Great’.

It was rectangular in shape, like a mine tunnel, and it was wide enough only for two vehicles to travel side-by-side. Its walls, floor and ceiling were cut from solid stone. There were no crevices or recesses in them.
Then, abruptly, as Jack and Sky Monster sped along the dark tunnel, the left-hand wall simply disappeared and all of a sudden the tunnel only had three sides: floor, ceiling and the right-hand wall.

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AN INTERVIEW WITH MATTHEW REILLY
SPOILER WARNING!
The following interview contains SPOILERS from The Four Legendary Kingdoms. Readers who have not yet read the novel are advised to avoid reading this interview as it does give away major plot moments in the book.
Okay, Matthew, you just put the two biggest heroes from your Jack West Jr and Scarecrow series in the same novel! Take us through it all. What inspired you to do this, how did you plan it, and what were you trying to accomplish by doing it?
Very often over the years I’ve been asked by fans, ‘Can you please put Jack and Scarecrow together in a book?’ What many of those very kind people may not have realised was that this had been on my mind, too. I just needed the right story.
To me, the Jack West Jr books are quite different to the Scarecrow novels. Largely this is because of Lily. It was Lily who softened and humanised all the gung-ho military characters, from Gunman and Zoe to Pooh Bear and Jack himself. Those stories also usually take place over a long period of time. In contrast, the Scarecrow novels (at least, to me) are a bit harder-edged. They usually take place over a short time period and the characters are very, very intense—from what Scarecrow has endured with Gant to the rampaging presence of Mother.
When I conceived the story of the Great Games of the Hydra, however, in which each king would choose a few champions to represent him, I realised that I had the chance to bring Scarecrow into Jack’s world.
One thing was very important: The Four Legendary Kingdoms is a Jack West Jr book. The characters of Scarecrow and Mother (and to a lesser extent, Astro) would just make a special appearance in it. From the outset, I said to myself, ‘This book is part of the series that began with Seven Ancient Wonders and continued with The Six Sacred Stones and The Five Greatest Warriors. First and foremost, it has to appeal to the fans of those books. It must be about Jack and his larger journey through a world filled with ancient places and myths, giant galactic-scale danger, and, of course, booby traps.’ I was simply going to add some cool characters to it.
And so I thought about how I would do this.
I didn’t want to just toss Scarecrow in there. He had to be threaded into the story slowly. Early on, we read about a Marine with reflective glasses. Then we glimpse him and his large female companion in the Third Challenge. By this stage, I figured keen readers of my novels would know exactly to whom I was referring (mind you, I was also aware that in this age of social media, word that Scarecrow was in 4LK would get out pretty fast).
To explain his entrance into Jack’s world, I used the common link between the two series of books: the character of Astro, who appeared with Scarecrow in Hell Island and with Jack in 6SS and 5GW. I decided that the best way to bring Scarecrow into Jack’s world was to have poor Astro inadvertently suggest his name to someone looking for a champion.
Then the fun began.
It was tremendous fun for me to write the scene where they meet for the first time. What would these two heroes say to each other? What would Scarecrow make of these ancient challenges and shadowy kings? I figured Scarecrow would be very wary. I also liked the idea that Mother would have met Jack at some point in her career . . . and would naturally greet him in her usual way!
And then came the biggest scene . . .
You made them fight to the death. What inspired that?
When I see a crossover movie like The Avengers, a cool story which brings together heroes from different series, I’m always wondering what the storyteller will do to make it interesting.
When I decided to put Jack and Scarecrow in the same book, I asked myself, ‘What would I, as a reader, want to see?’
The answer was simple: I’d want to see them fight! I’d want to see who’d win a fight between Jack West Jr and Shane ‘Scarecrow’ Schofield. More than that, what if that fight was a fight to the death in front of an audience where one of them had to actually die.
I love the moment in 4LK when Jack steps up onto the combat stage and sees that Scarecrow is his opponent. That was one of the first scenes I conceived for this novel.
As a story, The Four Legendary Kingdoms is very large in scale, even by your standards. Why is this so?
Mainly because, in addition to seeing Jack and Scarecrow fight, I also wanted to see them team up. Now, over the course of seven novels and one novella, Jack and Scarecrow have separately done some pretty big things. I wanted to see what they could achieve as a team. This was the reason for making the Great Games so big and huge, with so many villains like Hades, Chaos, Fear, the Hydra and Mephisto, not to mention Dion, Zaitan, Brigham and the other champions. If you’re gonna have two major heroes team up, then you have to have a supersized story for them to do battle in.
What was the genesis of the idea of four kingdoms ruling the world from the shadows?
I love conspiracy theories, I really do. And when I look at the world, I often wonder if there is something else going on in the background.
The notion of four powerful rulers controlling world affairs from the background is something that I’ve pondered for a long time (as quite a few fans have noted, I first mentioned ‘four kings seated on thrones in front of five warriors’ back in The Six Sacred Stones, which I wrote way back in 2006).
Maybe it comes from the profound dissatisfaction I feel when I look at politicians these days. I rarely get political and I won’t do so here; it’s just that I find politicians and political parties don’t seem to care about representing people anymore: they’re just in it for themselves and the pursuit of temporary power. My notion of the four legendary kingdoms is perhaps my way of saying, ‘if you think our politicians are shallow and venal, you’re right. They’re not actually in charge anyway. The four kingdoms simply allow them to think they are in charge.’
When I announced the title of this book earlier this year, I watched the responses of fans on Facebook and online, watched them speculate on what the legendary kingdoms might be. None anticipated four ‘shadow kingdoms’, so I was kinda pleased about that. I pride myself on coming up with new stuff that keeps my readers guessing!
Tell us about the idea for the Great Games. Where did that come from?
It’s no secret that I enjoy themes of competition in my novels. Contest had it. So did Hover Car Racer. The Tournament, even though it was ultimately about a gifted young girl and her wonderful teacher, also had the chess matches going on in the background.
Competition is fun to watch or read about because it is intrinsically dramatic: two characters want the same thing—to win—and that is the essence of good drama. (This is why legal and hospital shows are so popular on television: in a courtroom, you have two sides who both want to win the case; similarly, in an emergency room, you have a team of doctors trying to save ill or wounded patients; in essence, they want to defeat death.)
With the Great Games I wanted to come up with the coolest, most insane challenges imaginable and hurl my unknowing hero, Jack, into them. It was imperative to me that Jack enter the Games entirely unprepared, not knowing a thing about what is going on. This is why the book starts so quickly, with Jack waking up in the dark, with his head shaved, having been kidnapped . . . and then a minotaur attacks him with a knife. He is on the back foot from the get-go. (I also loved dressing him in a Homer Simpson t-shirt and depriving him of shoes.) This becomes important when the tide turns, and Jack starts surviving against the odds: the people who kidnapped him disrespected him when they did that; and so when Jack dines with Hades in his t-shirt and bare feet, he gets his revenge by disrespecting them.
If The Four Legendary Kingdoms is similar to any of my previous books, the closest is probably Contest. But Contest—written when I was 19 and much less experienced in the ways of the world—does not have the breadth of backstory or cultural relevance that 4LK has. Contest was a good old-fashioned fight to the death. It is a lean, mean thrill-a-minute machine. That’s what it was designed to be. 4LK, on the other hand, is ultimately about ruling and being ruled.
And this leads me to one of the major themes of the book: should a small group of privileged people place themselves above everyone else? In our present-day world, where we see a small subset of the population owning so much wealth, are we creating a world of the elite and the rest? The haves and the have-nots? If the haves own too much, will the have-nots eventually riot?
(That Anthony ‘Tony’ DeSaxe is a super-wealthy mining and shipping magnate whose wealth goes back generations is very deliberate. There are clusters of superwealthy individuals in the world today—from the more reclusive Rothschilds to the well-known modern billionaires like Bill Gates, Warren Buffett and Mark Zuckerberg. I wanted to suggest that the ones with real power might be the ones you never hear about, the ones who are very quiet about their wealth and influence.)
And connecting the Games to the Labours of Hercules? What inspired that?
I’ve always enjoyed reading about ancient myths and stories, from Hercules and Achilles to tales of Atlantis and fire-breathing dragons (hello, Great Zoo
of China). And I love the idea that mythological characters like Hercules, Hades or Zeus were once real people, but that their stories have been distorted over time. The Greek philosopher, Euhemerus, mentioned in the story was a real guy.
Having said that, over the years, I’ve particularly enjoyed reading about the Twelve Labours of Hercules, especially the part where Hercules defeats the Nemean Lion which was famous for its impenetrable hide. (Hercules defeated it, skinned it using its own claws and then used the Lion’s pelt as his own impenetrable armour.) I wanted to re-interpret the Twelve Labours in a modern and interesting way.
And so I re-imagined the Labours as something different: that Hercules was actually a guy overcoming a series of challenges—the challenges of the Great Games. Further to that, he became globally famous because he was the only winner of the Games to win every single challenge.
I particularly enjoyed re-imagining Eurystheus, the cowardly king who sent Hercules on each of his daunting tasks. I made Eurystheus the Lord of the Underworld of that era. This would explain how a cowardly king could boss around a warrior as great as Hercules.
Tell us about the minotaurs.
Just as I’ve enjoyed reading about Hercules over the years, I’ve always been fascinated by the legend of the Minotaur. A man with the head of a bull, lurking inside a labyrinth on Crete, has always just, well, intrigued me.
As with Hercules, I decided to create a real explanation for this legend. My idea was that, firstly, a minotaur was actually someone in a bull-shaped helmet. This isn’t exactly earth-shattering. But the second element would be quite different: my minotaurs would be Neanderthal men in masks.
I like the notion that Neanderthals—a variety of hominid that preceded homo sapiens—walk among us today. It’s entirely possible. I also like the idea that Neanderthals aren’t stupid brutes; they can be as bright as any modern human, if they are allowed to be. And I love the idea that a small group of them has been living in a secret kingdom in a remote corner of India and has never made contact with modern man; such a group would be pure Neanderthals. And I just wanted to have an army on hand that could go on a rampage!
You included a mention of four kings way back in The Six Sacred Stones. Are there any other story elements in The Four Legendary Kingdoms that we should look out for in future novels?
Of course! First, I think it’s pretty clear that the next book will be about Jack’s search for the three secret cities (hmmm, could be a good title there . . .).
Truth be told, one of the reasons it took so long for me to produce a fourth book in the Jack West Jr series (The Five Greatest Warriors came out in 2009) was that I wanted to plan ahead and set up the last three books in the series. So, yes, there are a lot of things mentioned in The Four Legendary Kingdoms that will come back in future books: the three secret cities, the Omega Event, the Trismagi, even some unusual trees . . .
This book is designed to set the scene for three massive books to come. That’s the challenge I set myself and it’s why it took so long to conceive and write it.
Are there any other interesting things in the book that you’d like to share?
Over the years, I’ve been asked by charities to put up a character’s name for auction at fundraising dinners. A few characters in The Four Legendary Kingdoms acquired their names in this way.
Tony and Colleen DeSaxe were the winning bidders at a lovely charity golf day put on by Vivienne Freeman, so of course, I made Tony the Lord of the Underworld. Who wouldn’t want that? (I figured.) George Khalil was the underbidder at the same event, so while Tony became Hades, George became a drunken young prince.
Conor Beard’s parents, Allyn and Julie Beard, successfully bid at Smokey Dawson’s wonderful Charity Challenge Ball, as did Mark and Michelle Finn, who in an original twist, asked me to include their two dogs’ names in a novel. This is how Ash and Roxy got their names (I had been thinking of giving Jack a poodle for a while, so that worked nicely!). And Greg Batman’s name appears in this book after his brother, Gary Batman, bid on his behalf. I did my best, but in a world of superhero movies, it’s hard for an author to name a character Batman (even if you do pronounce it Bat-mun)!
And a very special mention must go to Tim Bowles, a trooper from the Australian Army. Tim has waited for a long time to see his name in one of my novels and I really must publicly thank him for his incredible patience.
At a charity dinner in 2011 in aid of the Welfare Trust (which supports the families of soldiers killed in the line of duty) Tim bid for a character name. He asked me especially if he could be in a Scarecrow novel and fight alongside Scarecrow. Two things conspired against Tim: first, I had just released Scarecrow and the Army of Thieves, so I wasn’t planning a new Scarecrow novel for some time; and second, he made his bid when I was going through a bit of a tough time, so I wasn’t even thinking of writing a book at all. And so he waited patiently. I released The Tournament, but it wasn’t right to put him in that. Then I wrote The Great Zoo of China, which didn’t feature Scarecrow. I asked Tim if he would mind being in a Jack West novel, and he said sure. I didn’t tell him that he would get his wish and fight alongside Scarecrow but in a Jack West book!
As the book was about to go to print, I did tell him, so Tim was one of only a few people outside a very tight inner circle who knew Scarecrow would be appearing in this Jack West book. I even gave him what I think is one of my cooler call signs: Tomahawk. He has only a brief role in this book, but rest assured, when Scarecrow returns, Tomahawk will be with him. Thanks for your patience, Tim.
In early 2015, you moved to Los Angeles. How is it going there? Any movies on the horizon?
It’s been great, thanks, and just what I needed. I wanted to find a new place to live and explore, and to immerse myself in a world of storytellers, which is exactly what L.A. is.
I’ve met some fantastic people already, from brilliant producers and directors to successful screenwriters. I’m constantly doing meetings about film or television adaptations of my novels (The Great Zoo of China has been optioned by Sony; I myself wrote the screenplay for The Tournament and I have met with a top screenwriter about turning the Jack West books into a TV series). If a few pieces fall into place, we could be all systems go, but you’ve got to be in it to win it.
Any final words?
As always, I just want to show people a good time. This was a really fun novel to write. For a long time, fans have asked me if I could put Jack and Scarecrow in the same novel and it was a challenge I threw myself into. I hope I have delivered the goods in an unexpected and original way that has left those fans and all my other readers feeling satisfied.
It is my job to entertain. So, as I always say, in the end, I just hope you enjoyed the book.
