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AN AU TUMN STORM has pounded Cambridge all day 15 CO
and is set to play a violent encore into the night. Light-16
ning sears and thunder startles as Winston Garano 17
(“Win” or “Geronimo” most people call him) strides 18
through the dusk along the eastern border of Har-19
vard Yard.

He has no umbrella. He has no jacket. His Hugo 21
Boss suit and dark hair are dripping wet and pressed flat 22
against him, his Prada shoes soaked and filthy from a 23
false step out of the taxi into a puddle. Of course, the 24 S

dress, not at 20 Quincy Street in front of the Harvard 2
Faculty Club but at the Fogg Art Museum, and that 3
was Win’s miscalculation, really. When he got into the 4
taxi at Logan International Airport, he happened to 5
tell the driver, Harvard Faculty Club, it’s near the Fogg, 6
thought maybe if he referenced both he might sound 7
like someone who went to Harvard or collects fine art 8
instead of what he is, an investigator with the Massa-9
chusetts State Police who applied to Harvard seventeen 10
years ago and didn’t get in.

INSIDE THE HIGH-RISE, precast Cambridge District 12
Court building, Monique Lamont emerges from the pri-13
vate powder room inside her large private office. Unlike 14
many DAs and others who wade in the world of crimi-15
nal justice, she doesn’t collect police caps and patches or 16
foreign uniforms and weapons or framed photographs 17
of famed law enforcement officials. Those who give her 18
such mementos do so only once, because she doesn’t 19
hesitate to give them back or away.

The person Lamont is with—some man at almost

18
A minor technicality. Just because he quits Lamont 19
doesn’t mean he’ll quit the Vivian Finlay case. It’s per-20
sonal now. Some man in scarlet screws with him, insults 21
him, and it gets personal. Win drives through an inter-22

Bills new-10
looking, you know, crisp. Not folded or nothing. I called 11
Huber at home. The labs are going to process them 12
right away, look for prints.” 
13
“What’s the fourth thing?” 
14
“The media’s found out about . . .” He again nods 15
toward the shut door. “There’s like three TV trucks and 16
a crowd of reporters out there in the parking lot and it 17
isn’t even daylight yet.” 
18
Win steps back inside the examination room, shuts 19
the door. 
20
Lamont is sitting in the same plastic chair. It occurs 21
to him she’s got nothing to wear unless she can handle 22
the warm-up suit she put on before he drove her to the 23
hospital. After the assault, she couldn’t shower, he didn’t S 24
have to give her instructions, she knows the routine. 
R 25
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She still hasn’t showered, and it’s not a subject he is en-1
tirely comfortable bringing up. 
2
“The press has found out,” he says, sitting back 3
down on the stool. “I need to get you out of here with-4
out them ambushing you. I’m sure you know you can’t 5
go back to your house right now.” 
6
“He was going to burn it down,” she states. 
7
The gas can was full. It certainly wasn’t left there by 8
her yardman. 
9
“He was going to kill me and burn down my house.” 
10
A steady, firm voice, the DA working the case as if she’s 11
talking about some other victim. “Why? To make my 12
death look like an accident. To make it look like I 13
burned up in my house. He’s no beginner.” 
14
“Depends on whether it was his idea,” Win says. “Or 15
if someone gave him instructions. In any event, disguis-16
ing a homicide with fire isn’t very reliable. Most likely, 17
the autopsy would have revealed soft-tissue injury, the 18
bullet, and possible damage to cartilage, bone. Bodies 19
don’t completely burn up in house fires. You know that.” 
20
He thinks about the money in Baptista’s pocket, 21
something telling him it’s not a good idea to give that 22
detail to Lamont just yet. 
23
“I need you to stay here,” she says, tightly gripping S 24

the blanket she holds around herself. “Forget the lady in 2
Tennessee, what’s-her-name. We need to find out who’s 3
behind this. Not just some little nobody piece of . . .

maybe someone else who put him up to it.”

“Huber’s already getting the labs mobilized . . .”

“How does he know about it?” she blurts out. “I 7
haven’t told—” She stops short, her eyes wide. “He’s not 8
going to get away with this,” and she’s talking about Bap-9
tista again. “This is one case that isn’t going to be . . . I 10
want you in charge of it. We’re going to bury him.” 
11
He resists the obvious pun, says, “Monique, he’s dead.” 
12
She doesn’t flinch. 
13
“Justified or not, struggle or not, I killed him. It was 14
a good shooting. But you know what happens. Your of-15
fice can’t investigate it alone, will either have to transfer 16
the case to another DA’s office or bring in the Boston 17
Homicide Unit. Not to mention Internal Affairs doing 18
its thing. Not to mention the autopsy and every other 19
test known to man. I’ll be put on administrative duties 20
for a while.” 
21
“I want you on this right now.” 
22
“Not even a mental-health day? That’s nice.” 
23
“Go drink a few beers with the stress unit. I don’t S 24
want to hear about your so-called mental health.” Her R 25
face is livid now, her eyes dark holes of hate, as if he is 7 0
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the one who attacked her. “If I don’t get a mental-1
health day, I’ll be damned if you do.” 
2
Her change in demeanor is startling, unnerving. 
3
“Maybe you don’t grasp the magnitude of what just 4
happened,” he says. “I see it all the time with other 5
victims.” 
6
“I’m not a victim. I was victimized.” Just as suddenly, 7
she is the DA again, the strategist, the politician. “This 8
has to be handled precisely right or you know what I’ll 9
be known for? The gubernatorial candidate who was 10
raped.” 
11
He doesn’t reply
12
 “Any crime, any time, including mine,”  she says. 
13

MONIQUE STANDS in the middle of the examination 15 CO
room, the white blanket wrapped around her.

“Get us out of here,” she says to Win.

she says, her face calm, masklike. “Get us out of here. 
20
Stay with me until I know I’m safe. We don’t know 21
who’s behind this. I must be safe.”

She stares at him.

“I’ve got to let them investigate this, Monique. I 25 R
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1
can’t be involved in a deadly-force case and go about my 2
business as if nothing happened.” 
3
“You can and you will.” 
4
“You’re not really expecting me to be your body-5
guard . . . ?” 
6
“That would be your fantasy, wouldn’t it,” she says, and 7
she stares at him, something in her eyes he’s never seen 8
before, not from her. “Get me out of here. There must be 9
a basement, a fire exit, something, get me out of here. 
10
Doesn’t this goddamn hospital have a rooftop helipad?” 
11
Win calls Sammy on the cell phone, says, “Get one 12
of the choppers in and fly her out of here.” 
13
“To where?” Sammy asks. 
14
Win looks at Lamont, says, “You got some safe place 15
to stay?” 
16
She hesitates, then, “Boston.” 
17
“Where in Boston? I need to know.” 
18
“An apartment.” 
19
“You have an apartment in Boston?” That’s news to 20
him. Why would she have an apartment less than ten 21
miles from her house? 
22
She doesn’t reply, doesn’t owe him any further expla-23
nations about her life.

He tells Sammy, “Get an officer to meet her when R 25
she lands, escort her to her apartment.” 
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He gets off the phone, looks at her, has one of his 1
bad feelings, says, “Words aren’t enough, Monique, but 2
I can’t tell you how sorry . . .” 
3
“You’re right, words aren’t enough.” She gives him 4
the same disconcerting stare. 
5
“I’m out of commission for a few days, starting now,”

he says. “It’s the best thing to do.”

Her eyes bore into him as she stands in the small, 8
white room, the white blanket wrapped around her.

“What do you mean, the best thing? I should think 10
I’m the one who decides what the best thing is for me.”

Her scary eyes don’t leave his.

“Monique, I need a few days to take care of things.”

“Right now, your job is to take care of me,” she says.

“We have to do damage control, turn this into some-16
thing positive.

She stands perfectly still, her eyes staring. Behind 18
them is a darkness seething with hatred and rage.

“I’m the only witness,” she states in a flat tone.

“Are you threatening to lie about what happened if I 21
don’t do what you say?”

“I don’t lie. That’s one thing people know about me,”

she replies.

“You’re threatening me?” He says it again, and now R 25
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he’s a cop, now he isn’t the man who saved her life. “Be-2
cause there are more important witnesses than you. The 3
silent witnesses of forensic science. His body fluids, for 4
example.

Then I guess his saliva, his seminal fluid are irrelevant.

Then I guess I inadvertently interrupted a tryst, some 7
creative sex scenario.

“I’m pretty good with scripts. You want a few more?”

“How dare you!”

“No. How dare you. I just saved your goddamn life.”

“You sexist pig. Typical man. Think all of us want it.”

“Stop it.” 
17
“Think all of us have some secret fantasy about 18
being . . .” 
19
“Stop it!” Then he lowers his voice. “I’ll help you all I 20
can. I didn’t do this to you. You know what happened. 
21
He’s dead. He got what he deserved. The best revenge, if 22
you want to look at it that way. You won, made him pay 23
the ultimate price, if you want to look at it that way. Now S 24
let’s repair what we can, get things on the right track as R 25
best we can. Damage control, as you put it.”

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Her eyes clear. Thoughts move in them. 
1
“I need a few days,” Win says. “I need you to refrain 2
from taking this out on me. If you can’t do that, I’ll have 3
no choice but to . . .” 
4
“Facts,” she interrupts him. “Fingerprints on the gas 5
can. DNA. The pistol—is it stolen? My missing keys, 6
probably a coincidence unless they were on his person, 7
in his residence. If so, why wasn’t he waiting inside my 8
house?” 
9
“Your alarm.” 
10
“Right.” She paces, wrapped in her white blanket 11
like an Indian chief. “How did he get to my house. 
12
Does he have a car. Did someone else drive him. His 13
family. Who did he know.”

Past tense. Her attacker is dead and she thinks of 15
him as dead already. It hasn’t even been an hour. Win 16
looks at his watch. He calls Sammy. The chopper’s nine 17
minutes out.

THE BELL 430 lifts off from Mount Auburn Hospi-21
tal’s rooftop helipad, hovers and noses around, flies off 22
toward the Boston skyline. It’s a seven-million-dollar 23
bird. Lamont had a lot to do with making sure the S 24
Massachusetts State Police has three of them.

At the moment she doesn’t take much pride in that, 2
doesn’t take much pride in anything, isn’t sure how she 3
feels except heavy, stony. From where she sits in back, 4
she can see frantic journalists on the ground, their cam-5
eras pointed in her loud, dramatic direction, and she 6
shuts her eyes and tries to ignore her desperate need for 7
a shower and clean clothing, tries to ignore areas of her 8
body that were invaded and violated, tries to ignore 9
nagging fears about sexually transmitted diseases, preg-10
nancy. She tries to concentrate on who and what she is 11
and not on what happened hours earlier. 
12
She takes a deep breath, looks out the window, looks 13
at the rooftops passing below her as the helicopter beats 14
its way toward Massachusetts General Hospital, where 15
the pilots plan to land so some state policeperson can 16
pick her up and transport her to an apartment no one is 17
supposed to know about. She’ll probably pay for that 18
mistake, doesn’t know what else she could have done. 
19
“You all right back there?” A pilot’s voice sounds 20
through her headset. 
21
“Fine.” 
22
“We’ll be landing in four minutes.” 
23
She is sinking. She stares without blinking at the S 24
partition that separates the pilots from her, and she R 25
feels herself getting heavier, sinking lower. Once when 7 8
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she was an undergraduate at Harvard she got drunk, 1
really drunk, and although she never said a word about 2
it to anyone, she knew that at least one of the men she 3
was partying with had sex with her while she was un-4
conscious. When she came to, the sun was up and the 5
birds were making noise, and she was alone on a couch 6
and it was obvious what had happened, but she didn’t 7
accuse the suspect she had in mind, certainly didn’t 8
consider an examination by a forensic nurse. She re-9
members how she felt that day—poisoned, dazed. No, 10
not just dazed, maybe dead. That was it, she recalls as 11
she flies into the downtown skyline. She felt dead. 
12
Death can be liberating. There are things you don’t 13
have to care about anymore if you’re dead. People can’t 14
injure or maim parts of you that are dead. 
15
“Ms. Lamont?” A pilot’s voice sounds in her headset 16
again. “When we land, it will take us a minute to shut 17
down and I want you to sit tight. Someone will open 18
the door for you and get you out.” 
19
She imagines Governor Crawley. She imagines his 20
ugly, smirking face when he hears the news. He probably 21
already knows. Of course he does. He’ll be sympathetic, 22
heartbroken, and degrade and destroy her in the election. 
23
“Then what?” she says, pushing the mic close to S 24
her lip.

“The state police officer on the ground will tell 2
you. . . .” one of the pilots answers. 
3
“You’re the state police,” she says. “I’m asking you 4
what the plan is. Is the media there?” 
5
“You’ll be briefed, I’m sure, ma’am.” 
6
They are hovering over the hospital’s rooftop heli-7
pad now, a blaze-orange windsock whipping around in 8
the rotor wash, some state policewoman in a blue uni-9
form bending her head against the wind. The helicop-10
ter sets down, goes into flight idle, and Lamont sits, 11
staring out at the unfamiliar, plain-looking woman of-12
ficer, someone low on the food chain who’s supposed to 13
get the traumatized and besieged DA to safe asylum. A 14
damn escort, a damn bodyguard, a damn woman to re-15
mind Lamont that she’s a woman who has just been vi-16
olated by a man and therefore most likely doesn’t want 17
to be escorted by a man. She’s damaged. A victim. She 18
imagines Crawley, imagines what he’ll say, what he’s al-19
ready saying and thinking. 
20
The engines go silent, the blades whining quietly, 21
winding down, then braking to a stop. She takes off her 22
headset and shoulder harness and imagines Crawley’s 23
smarmy, pious face looking into the camera and offerS 24
ing compassion from the people of Massachusetts to R 25
Monique Lamont. Victim Lamont.

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 Victim Lamont for governor. Any crime, any time, in-1
 cluding mine. 
2
Lamont opens the helicopter door herself before 3
the officer can, climbs out herself before anybody can 4
help her. 
5
 Any crime, any time, including mine Lamont. 
6
“I want you to find Win Garano for me. Right now,” 
7
Lamont says to the officer. “Tell him to drop everything 8
he’s doing and call me right now,” she orders. 
9
“Yes, ma’am. I’m Sergeant Small.” The woman in 10
blue offers a handshake, does everything but salute. 
11
“An unfortunate name,” Lamont says, walking off 12
toward a door that leads inside the hospital. 
13
“You mean the investigator, right? The one they call 14
Geronimo.” Sergeant Small catches up with her. “If I 15
was fat it would be a really unfortunate name, ma’am. I 16
get made fun of enough.” She removes her radio from 17
her big black belt, opening the door. “I’ve got my car 18
downstairs, hid out of view. You mind some stairs? 
19
Then where can I take you?” 
20
“The Globe, ” she says. 
21
22

JIMMY BARBER’S BASEMENT is dusty and mildewy
S 24
with nothing but one low-wattage bare bulb to illumi-R 25
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1
nate what must be a hundred cardboard cartons stacked 2
to the rafters, some labeled, most not. 
3
Sykes has spent the past four hours pushing aside 4
boxes of miscellaneous crap—ancient tape recorders, 5
scores of tapes, several empty flowerpots, fishing tackle, 6
baseball caps, an old-style bulletproof vest, softball tro-7
phies, what must be thousands of photographs and let-8
ters and magazines, files, notepads, the handwriting 9
horrible. Crap and more crap. The man was too lazy to 10
organize his memorabilia so he just threw it into boxes, 11
packed up everything short of fast-food wrappers and 12
what was in his wastepaper basket. 
13
So far, she’s been through plenty of cases, ones he 14
probably thought were worth saving: a fugitive who hid 15
in a chimney and got stuck, a deadly assault with a 16
bowling pin, a man struck by lightning while sleeping 17
in an iron bed, an intoxicated woman who stopped in 18
the middle of a road to pee, forgot to put her car in gear, 19
ran over herself. Cases and more cases that Barber 20
shouldn’t have decided were his to carry home when he 21
retired. But she has yet to find KPD893-85, not even in 22
a box that contained a lot of papers, correspondence, 23
and cases for 1985. She calls Win’s cell phone for the S 24
third time, leaves another message, knows he’s busy but R 25
takes it personally.

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She can’t help thinking that if she were someone 1
really important, maybe like that Harvard-educated 2
woman DA he complains about so much, he’d call back 3
promptly. Sykes went to a tiny Christian college in 4
Bristol, Tennessee, flunked out her second year, hated 5
school, didn’t see a practical reason in the world why 6
she should learn French or calculus or go to chapel 7
twice a week. She’s not the same caliber as Win and 8
that DA and all those other people way up north who 9
are part of his life. She’s practically old enough to be his 10
mother. 
11
Sykes sits on top of an overturned five-gallon plastic 12
pickle bucket, staring at stacks of cardboard boxes, her 13
throat scratchy, her eyes itchy, her lower back aching. 
14
For a moment she is overwhelmed, not merely by the 15
task before her but by everything, sort of the way she 16
felt when she began the Academy and on day two, the 17
class was taken on a tour of that notorious University of 18
Tennessee research facility known as The Body Farm, 19
two wooded acres littered with stinking dead bodies in 20
every condition imaginable, donated human remains 21
rotting on the ground or under concrete slabs or in car 22
trunks or in bodybags or out of bodybags, clothed or 23
naked, anthropologists and entomologists wandering S 24
around day after day, taking notes.

 Who could do this? I mean, what kind of person does 2
 something this disgusting for a living or graduate school or 3
 whatever?  she asked Win as they crouched down, look-4
ing at maggots teeming over a partially skeletonized 5
man whose hair had slid off his skull, looked like road-6
kill, about three feet away. 
7
 Better get used to it,  he said as if the stench, the in-8
sects didn’t bother him at all, said it as if she didn’t 9
know squat. Dead people aren’t nice to work with and they 10
 never say thanks. Maggots are good. Just little babies. See? 
11
He picked one up, put it on his fingertip, where it 12
perched like a grain of rice, a wiggly one. Snitches. Our 13
 little friends. Tell us time of death, all kinds of things. 
14
 I can hate maggots all I want,  Sykes said. And I don’t 15
 need you treating me like I just fell off the turnip truck. 
16
She gets up from her pickle bucket, surveys layers of 17
boxes, wondering which ones contain more old cases 18
that walked out of the office with Detective Barber. 
19
Selfish, pinheaded idiot. She lifts a box four layers up, 20
grunting under the weight of it, hoping she doesn’t pull 21
something. Most of the boxes are open, probably be-22
cause the old goat couldn’t bother re-taping them shut 23
after going in and out of them over the years, and she S 24
starts rummaging through charge-card statements and R 25
phone and utility bills going back to the mid-eighties. 
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It’s not what she’s looking for, but the funny thing 1
about bills and receipts is that they often reveal more 2
about a person than confessions and eyewitness ac-3
counts, and she entertains an idle curiosity as she imag-4
ines August 8 twenty years ago, the day Vivian Finlay 5
was murdered. 
6
She imagines Detective Barber going to work that 7
day, probably as if it were any other day, and then get-8
ting called to Mrs. Finlay’s expensive riverfront home 9
in Sequoyah Hills. Sykes tries to remember where she 10
was twenty years ago in August. Getting divorced, 11
that’s where. Twenty years ago she was a police dis-12
patcher in Nashville and her husband worked for a 13
recording company, exposing himself to new female tal-14
ent in a way that turned out to be a little different from 15
what Sykes thought was acceptable. 
16
She pulls out files sloppily labeled by month and sits 17
back down on the pickle bucket with credit-card re-18
ceipts and utility and telephone bills. The address on 19
the envelopes is the one for the house that belongs to 20
this hellhole of a basement, and as she looks over Mas-21
terCard charges, she begins to suspect that Barber lived 22
alone back then, most of his charges made at places like 23
Home Depot, Wal-Mart, a liquor store, a sports bar. 
S 24
She notes that throughout the first half of 1985, he R 25
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1
made very few long-distance calls, in some months no 2
more than two or three. Then in August, that abruptly 3
changed. 
4
She shines the flashlight on a phone bill and recalls 5
that twenty years ago cell phones were these big, cum-6
bersome contraptions that looked like a Geiger counter. 
7
Nobody used them. Cops didn’t. When they were away 8
from their desks and needed to make calls they asked 9
the dispatcher to do it and relay the information over 10
the radio. If the information the detective needed was 11
confidential or involved, he returned to headquarters, 12
and if he was on the road, he charged the calls to the 13
department and then had to fill out forms for reim-14
bursement. 
15
What cops didn’t do was make case-related calls 16
from their homes or charge them to their home num-17
bers, but beginning the evening of August 8, when 18
Mrs. Finlay was already dead and in the morgue refrig-19
erator, Barber started making calls from his home phone, 20
seven of them between five p.m. and midnight. 
21

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WIN’S CONDO is on the third floor of a brick-and-15 CO
sandstone building that in the mid-eighteen-hundreds 16
was a school. For someone who had so much trouble 17
getting into schools, it’s strange that he ended up living 18
in one. 
19
It wasn’t premeditated. When he was hired by the 20
Massachusetts State Police, he was twenty-two, had 21
nothing to his name but a ten-year-old Jeep, second-22
hand clothes, and the five hundred dollars that Nana 23
had scraped together for a college graduation present. 
24 S
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1
Finding an affordable place in Cambridge was out of 2
the question until he happened upon the old school-3
house on Orchard Street, abandoned for decades, then 4
being converted into condominiums. The building wasn’t 5
habitable yet, and Win made a deal with Farouk, the 6
owner: If the rent was sufficiently cheap and Farouk 7
promised not to raise it more than three percent per 8
year, Win would live there during the extensive renova-9
tion and provide security and supervision. 
10
Now his police presence is enough. He doesn’t have 11
to supervise anything and Farouk lets him park his 12
Hummer H2 (seized from a drug dealer and sold at 13
auction for a song), his Harley-Davidson Road King (re-14
possessed, gently used), and his unmarked police car in 15
a small paved area in back. None of the other tenants 16
have parking, fight it out along the narrow street, get 17
dinged and crunched and scraped. 
18
Win unlocks the back door and walks up three flights 19
of stairs to a hallway lined with units that once were 20
classrooms. He lives at the end of the hall, number 31. 
21
He unlocks the heavy oak door and steps inside a pri-22
vate enclave of old brick walls that still have the origi-23
nal chalkboards built into them, and fir floors and S 24
wainscoting and vaulted ceilings. His furniture isn’t of R 25
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the period, a brown leather Ralph Lauren couch (sec-1
ondhand), a chair and Oriental rug (eBay), a Thomas 2
Moser coffee table (floor sample, slightly damaged). He 3
looks, listens, engages all of his senses. The air seems 4
stagnant, the living room lonely, and he retrieves a 5
flashlight from a drawer, shines it obliquely over the 6
floor, the furniture, the windows, looking for footprints 7
or fingermarks in dust or on shiny surfaces. He doesn’t 8
have an alarm system, can afford just the one in Nana’s 9
house. Doesn’t matter, he has his own way of dealing 10
with intruders. 
11
Inside the coat closet near the front door, he opens a 12
safe built into the wall, gets out his Smith & Wesson 13
.357, model 340, internal hammer, or “hammerless,” so 14
it doesn’t get snagged on clothing, and constructed of a 15
titanium and aluminum alloy, so lightweight it feels like 16
a toy. He tucks the revolver into a pocket and walks into 17
the kitchen, fixes a pot of coffee, looks through mail 18
Farouk has stacked on the counter, most of it maga-19
zines, thumbs through Forbes  while coffee drips, skims 20
an article on the fastest cars, Porsche’s new 911, the 21
new Mercedes SLK55, Maserati Spyder. 
22
He heads into his bedroom with its brick walls, an-23
other chalkboard (for keeping score, he tells some of S 24
R 25
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1
the women he dates, winks at them, just kidding), sits 2
on the bed, sips coffee, thinking, his eyes heavy. 
3
4
5
SYKES WISHES she had thought of bringing a bottle of 6
water with her and something to eat. Her mouth is dry, 7
tastes like dust. Her blood sugar’s dropping. 
8
Several times she has thought about venturing up-9
stairs again and asking Detective Jimmy Barber’s widow 10
for a little hospitality, but the one time she went up to 11
inquire if she could use the bathroom, Mrs. Barber, who 12
was supposed to be asleep, was sitting at the kitchen 13
table, drinking straight vodka and as unfriendly and 14
unpleasant as a skunk. 
15
“Go on.” Drunk as hell, jerks her head toward the 16
bathroom down the hall. “Then get on with your busi-17
ness and leave me the hell alone. I’m sick and tired of all 18
this, done my bit.” 
19
Alone and exhausted in the basement, Sykes contin-20
ues studying Barber’s baffling phone bills, trying to make 21
sense of his charging so many of them to his home 22
phone. Five of them have the area code 919, the same 23
number each time, and Sykes tries it, gets an answering S 24
service for the North Carolina State Medical Examiner’s R 25
Office, someone asking if she wants to report a case. 
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“No. Oh, I’m sorry,” she says. “I must have the wrong 1
number,” and she hangs up. 
2
She notes that at least a dozen other calls Barber 3
charged to his home phone over the days after Vivian 4
Finlay’s murder have the area code 704. She tries the 5
number and gets a recording—the area code has been 6
changed to 828. She redials. 
7
“Hello?” a groggy male voice answers. 
8
Sykes checks her watch. It’s almost seven a.m., says, 9
“Really sorry to bother you so early, sir. But do you mind 10
telling me how long you’ve had this phone number?” 
11
He hangs up on her. Maybe it wasn’t the best ap-12
proach. She tries again and says right off, “I promise 13
this isn’t a crank call, sir. I’m an agent with the Ten-14
nessee Bureau of Investigation and I’ve come across this 15
phone number in a case I’m looking at.” 
16

17
“No sir. Serious as a heart attack. A case that hap-18
pened twenty years ago.” 
19
“Good Lord,” he says. “You must mean my aunt.” 
20
“And that would be . . . ?” Sykes asks. 
21
“Vivian Finlay. This number was hers. I mean, we’ve 22
never changed it.”

“So I’m assuming she had another home besides the S 24
one in Knoxville.”

“All right then. Grateful he didn’t kill Lamont. Or 10
me. Angry the worthless piece of shit did this to her, to 11
me. Glad he’s dead so he doesn’t sue me. You mind if I 12
borrow Rake for a little while?” Win holds up the enve-13
lope, the back of it sealed with yellow evidence tape ini-14
tialed by him. “Maybe try out her ESDA magic box or 15
that fancy image-enhancement software you just got or 16
both on a letter? Reminds me, any prints on the money, 17
the thousand dollars in Baptista’s pocket?” 
18
“Already ran them in IAFIS. Nothing.” Huber gets 19
up, goes back behind his desk, sits in his swivel chair. 
20
“You got any thoughts about it?” Win then says. 
21
“Robbery gone bad or something else?” 
22
Huber hesitates, says, “Enemies? The list is long, 23
Win. I think by now you’re seeing the scary truth for S 24
yourself, and I’d be very careful what you tell her, what R 25
you ask her, very, very careful. A shame. A damn shame, 1 1 4
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because you know what? She wasn’t like that when she 1
got started, was a real ballbuster, took down a lot of 2
dirtbags, had my respect. Let’s just put it this way, the 3
word ethics  probably isn’t in her fancy vocabulary any-4
more.” 
5
“I thought the two of you were buddies. Here she’s 6
doing this little favor for your son.” 
7
“Right, buddies.” He smiles ruefully. “In this busi-8
ness, never let people know what you really think of 9
them. She certainly has no clue what Toby really thinks 10
of her.”

“Or you?” 
12
“Incompetent and blames everything on everybody 13
else, including Toby. Two guys talking? Between you 14
and me, Geronimo? She’s going down,” Huber says.

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THE FORENSIC PATHOLOGIST who conducted the
15 CO
autopsy on the train fatality died one week later during 16
a Sunday afternoon of skydiving when his parachute 17
didn’t open.

“Then why was the picture stapled to Mrs. Finlay’s 7
personal-effects inventory?” 
8
“Maybe we shouldn’t talk about this right now,” says 9
Win, who doesn’t like cell phones and certainly doesn’t 10
assume that any conversation on them is secure. 
11
Sykes is alone in the small morgue office on the 12
eleventh floor of a tall, beige building behind the 13
UNC–Chapel Hill medical school’s hospitals. She is 14
bewildered, seems the more she looks into Vivian Fin-15
lay’s violent death, the more mysterious it gets. First, 16
her case file has disappeared except for an inventory of 17
clothing she supposedly had on when she was mur-18
dered, tennis clothes that would appear to be the wrong 19
size. Second, a train fatality may somehow be con-20
nected to her case, and now the ME and his skydiving 21
accident. 
22
“Just a few things,” Win adds. “Keep the details to a 23
minimum. How?”

“Chute didn’t open.” 
R 25
“There should have been an autopsy on the chute.” 
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“How about I e-mail all this to you,” Sykes says. 
1
“How about you read it yourself. When you getting 2
back this way?” 
3
She’s feeling very isolated, abandoned. He’s up there 4
with that DA, the two of them headline news. As far as 5
Sykes is concerned, he was involved in a shooting, 6
should get out of town and be down here to help her 7
out. It’s his case. Well, that’s not how it’s feeling any-8
more. But the fact is, it’s his case. Typically, now that 9
something sensational has happened, an old lady mur-10
dered twenty years ago is a throwaway. Who cares. 
11
“As soon as I can,” is all Win has to say about it. 
12
“I know you got some real problems up there,” she 13
replies as reasonably as possible. “But this is your case, 14
Win. And if I don’t get back to the Academy, the TBI 15
will be all over me like white on rice.” 
16
“Whatever happens, I’ll fix it,” he says. 
17
He always promises that and so far he hasn’t fixed a 18
damn thing. She spends all her time talking to him, 19
doesn’t study or hang out with the other students dis-20
cussing what they just learned that day in class, then 21
gets behind and doesn’t fully comprehend the newest 22
forensic technology and investigative techniques or have 23
friends. She complains and he says, Don’t worry. You got S 24
 me and I’m a great tutor.  She says maybe she shouldn’t R 25
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1
devote so much of herself to a man almost young 2
enough to be her son, and he says he doesn’t care about 3
age, then pays attention to some younger woman or ob-4
sesses about that DA, Lamont, who’s smart and beauti-5
ful, well, maybe damaged goods now. Not nice to think 6
it, but a lot of men don’t want a woman after she’s been 7
raped. 
8
Sykes goes through the medical examiner’s case. His 9
name was Dr. Hurt. That figures, might be funny if it 10
wasn’t so sad. Fell from an estimated five thousand feet, 11
she reads, suffered massive trauma to his head, part of 12
his brain avulsed, femurs driven up into his hips, 13
crushed and fractured this, ruptured that. The only 14
mention of the parachute is a brief description by a po-15
lice officer who responded to the scene. He stated it ap-16
peared the chute was improperly packed. Witnesses 17
claimed Dr. Hurt packed it himself. The possibility was 18
raised that he might have committed suicide. 
19
Colleagues and family acknowledged he was deeply 20
in debt and getting divorced but claimed he wasn’t de-21
pressed or acting oddly at all—in fact, seemed to be in 22
good spirits. Sykes has heard that tall tale before, people 23
didn’t notice a thing. Well guess why. If they admit S 24
there was even the slightest reason for concern, they R 25
might feel guilty about being so caught up in their own 1 2 0
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lives that they couldn’t take a moment to worry about 1
somebody else. She looks up as a knock sounds and the 2
door opens. The chief medical examiner walks in, a 3
mousy kind of pinched-looking woman somewhere in 4
her fifties, granny glasses, a loose lab coat, a stethoscope 5
around her neck.

“I don’t guess you were around here when Dr. Hurt 14
died,” Sykes says.

“I succeeded him. What’s this about, exactly? Why 16
all the interest?” She glances at the two case files on 17
the table. 
18
Sykes isn’t going to tell her, says, “Several seemingly 19
unrelated deaths may have something in common. You 20
know how it is, you have to look at everything.” 
21
“I think it was pretty clear he was a suicide. Why’s 22
the TBI involved?” 
23
“It’s not, exactly.”

“Then you’re not working the case?” she interrupts.

“I’m helping. It’s not my case.” As if Sykes needs to 2
be reminded of that one more time. “Like I said, I’m 3
just checking out a few things.” 
4
“Well, I see. I guess it’s all right. I’ll be in the morgue 5
if you need me,” the chief says, and she shuts the door 6
behind her. 
7
 Guess it’s all right.  As if Sykes is a Girl Scout. 
8
Then she thinks about Dr. Hurt, wonders about his 9
state of mind, his level of professional competence, the 10
effort he put forth if he was anxious and depressed and 11
no longer valued his life. She imagines herself in a sim-12
ilar situation and is fairly certain she would miss impor-13
tant details, might not try very hard, maybe wouldn’t 14
care. She keeps that in mind as she reviews the train fa-15
tality, a terribly mutilating death that occurred at a rail 16
crossing on a two-lane rural highway, the freight train’s 17
engineer stating that when he rounded a sharp curve at 18
approximately eight fifteen that morning, he saw the 19
decedent lying facedown across the tracks and couldn’t 20
stop the train in time to avoid running over him. The 21
victim’s name was Mark Holland, a thirty-nine-year-22
old detective with the Asheville Police Department. 
23
His widow, Kimberly, was quoted in the newspaper S 24
as saying that her husband left their Asheville home R 25
early the previous evening en route to Charlotte, where 1 2 2
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he was to meet with someone, she didn’t know who, but 1
“it was related to work.” He was not depressed and she 2
could think of no reason whatsoever to account for his 3
alleged suicide, that she was extremely upset and adamant 4
that he would not have done such a thing, especially 5
since “he just got promoted and we were excited about 6
starting a family.” 
7
The autopsy revealed a laceration to Mark Holland’s 8
head and an underlying fracture ( Well, no friggin’ won-9
 der) that was consistent with a fall. 
10
Dr. Hurt wasn’t just depressed, Sykes thinks, he was 11
lights on, nobody home, bought into the Charlotte cop’s 12
suggestion that Holland was crossing the railroad tracks 13
on foot, perhaps on his way to have a secret meeting 14
with a witness, tripped, fell, knocked himself uncon-15
scious. Dr. Hurt signed out the case as an accident.

FORENSIC SCIENTIST RACHAEL—or “Rake,” as Win
19
calls her—places the letter on top of a porous metal 20
platen called a vacuum bed. She hits a switch and be-21
gins vacuuming down the box. 
22
He has watched her work the electrostatic imaging 23
system before, and sometimes they’ve been lucky, most S 24

want to work for the Feds. “You gonna start talking 16
with a dueling-banjo twang?” 
17
“That’s North Georgia, Deliverance  country. No 18
dueling banjos in Knoxville, just blaze-orange every-19
where.” 
20
“Hunting?” 
21
“UT football.” 
22
Rake covers the letter and the platen with a clear 23
plastic imaging film that reminds Win of Saran Wrap.

“Win?” she says without looking up. “Sounds trite, R 25
but I’m sorry about what happened.”

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“Thanks, Rake.” 
1
She passes what she calls a corona discharge unit 2
over the surface. Win always smells ozone when she 3
does it, as if it might rain. 
4
“I don’t care what anybody says. You did the right 5
thing,” she adds. “I don’t see how anybody can even 6
question it.” 
7
“I didn’t realize anybody was,” he says, getting one of 8
his uneasy feelings. 
9
She tilts the tray and cascades toner-coated beads 10
over the image film–covered document, says, “Heard it 11
on the radio during a coffee break.” 
12
The electrostatic charge causes the toner to migrate 13
to indentations that aren’t visible to the unaided eye, ar-14
eas of the paper with microscopic damage caused by 15
handwriting. 
16
“Go on. Tell me,” Win says, already knows. 
17
He’s being screwed. 
18
“Just that Lamont said you’re being investigated, like 19
maybe it wasn’t a good shooting. A big story’s being run 20
tomorrow and they’re already promoting it with teases.” 
21
She looks at him, adds, “How’s that for grateful?” 
22
“Maybe what I expected,” he says as latent images 23
appear in faint black, partial words, confusing.

Rake isn’t impressed, points out something on the R 25

threatening letter the man in the red scarf left for Win, 2
decides, “Think we’d better try three-D enhancement.”

TOBY HUBER IS COLD, shivering as he sits on his bal-6
cony of the Winnetu Inn in South Beach, Edgartown, 7
smoking a joint, looking at the ocean, at people in long 8
pants and jackets walking along the beach.

He parks 19
behind Nana’s house, and the wind chimes are chiming 20
softly, the night clear, the cool air barely stirring, the 21
chimes quietly chiming as if telling secrets, and he un-22
locks the back door, Miss Dog draped over his shoulder 23
like a furry sack of potatoes.

He follows the sound of the TV. 
2
“Nana? We have a new addition to the family.”

SYKES HAS BEEN on the phone for more than an hour, 6
getting bounced from one old-timer to the next. Twenty-7
three years ago is forever.

Police Department remembers Detective Mark Holland. 
9
She dials another number as she drives west toward 10

I think he just didn’t 4
want to take his own life in a place where one of us 5
would have had to work his case.” 
6
“You have any idea why he might have wanted to 7
take his own life?” 
8
“The way I heard it, his wife was cheating on him,” 
9
he says.

NANA IS ASLEEP on the couch, in her long, black robe, 13
her long, white hair loose and splayed over the cushion, 14
Clint Eastwood on the TV, making somebody’s day 15
with his big, bad gun. 
16
Win sets down Miss Dog and she instantly puts her 17
head in Nana’s lap. Animals always react to her like 18
that. She opens her eyes, looks at Win, holds out her 19
hands to him. 
20
“My darling.” She kisses his face. 
21
“You didn’t have your alarm on again. So I have no 22
choice but to give you a guard dog. This is Miss Dog.” 
23
“Welcome my friend Miss Dog.” She pets her,

gently pulls on her ears. “Don’t you worry, Miss Dog.

She won’t find you here. That nasty woman, I can see 2
her plain as day, could use a few teeth, couldn’t she.” 
3
Petting Miss Dog. “Don’t you worry, my little one,” 
4
Nana says indignantly. “I have ways of taking care of 5
people like her.” 
6
If you want to incur Nana’s wrath, treat an animal 7
badly, incite her to go out on one of her mysterious mis-8
sions late at night, flinging 999 pennies into a bad per-9
son’s yard, a payment to the old crone goddess Hecate, 10
who knows how to take care of cruel people. 
11
Miss Dog is fast asleep in Nana’s lap. 
12
“Her hips are hurting,” she says. “Arthritis. Gum 13
problems, pain. Depressed. She yells at her a lot, that 14
big, unhappy woman, not a nice person, treats her the 15
same way she treats herself. Terrible. Poor baby.” Pet-16
ting her as she snores. “I know all about it,” she then 17
says to Win. “It’s all over TV, but you’re all right.” She 18
takes his hand. “You remember that time your father 19
beat up that man who lived three streets over?” She 20
points. “He had no choice.” 
21
Win isn’t sure he knows what she’s talking about, 22
nothing new. Her world isn’t always obvious or logical. 
23
“You were four and this man’s son—he was eight—

shoved you to the ground and started kicking you, call-R 25
ing you awful names, calling your father awful names, 1 4 0

“No, Nana. It was a gun.” 
7
“There’s a knife. You know, the kind with a handle 8
that’s got a thing.” She draws it in the air. Maybe she 9
means a knife with a guard, like a dagger. “You look. 
10
The one you killed, and you mustn’t blame yourself for 11
that. He was very bad, but there’s another one. He’s 12
worse. Evil. I tried the honey on a muffin this morning. 
13
Tennessee is a pure place with lots of good people, not 14
necessarily good politics, but good people. The bees 15
don’t care about politics so they like it there, are joyful 16
making their honey.” 
17
Win laughs, gets up. “I think I’m going to head 18
down to North Carolina, Nana.” 
19
“Not yet. You have unfinished business here.” 
20
“Will you please set the burglar alarm?” 
21
“I have my wind chimes. And Miss Dog,” she says. 
22
“Tonight the moon is aligned with Venus, has entered 23
Scorpio. Misconceptions abound, my darling. Your perS 24
ceptions are veiled, but that’s all about to change. Go R 25
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1
back to her house and you’ll find what I’m talking about 2
and something else.” She stares off, says, “Why am I 3
seeing a small room with rafters overhead? And a nar-4
row staircase, maybe plywood?”

“Probably because I still haven’t gotten around to 6
cleaning out your attic,” he says.

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THE NEXT MORNING Sykes and the director of NFA, 15 CO

17

Academy. Showing up for class goes without saying. 
21
Sykes is sleep-deprived and depressed as she glances 22
around at her classmates, fifteen men and women in 23
blue cargo pants, polo shirts, and caps, returning fire-24 S

arms and ammo to the golf cart, finishing up an eight 2
o’clock session of analyzing trajectories, cartridge case 3
ejections, marking evidence with tiny orange flags and 4
taking photographs like they do at crime scenes. 
5
Sykes is humiliated, dejected, certain the other stu-6
dents are shunning her, have no respect for her. The 7
way it must look to them, she’s a fair-weather crime 8
scene investigator, turns up when there’s something fun 9
going on like firing the AK-47, the Glock, the 12-10
gauge riot gun, blasting away at what she calls the ugly 11
 bastard targets,  her favorite because it is far more grati-12
fying to rip into a paper thug pointing a pistol at her 13
than to go for a bull’s-eye. She clinks several brass car-14
tridge cases into the plastic bucket she and Tom share, 15
the air humid and heavy, the distant Smoky Mountains 16
hazy, living up to their name. 
17
“So far it’s not making the Knoxville PD look good.” 
18
She is trying to explain, sweat running into her eyes. 
19
“Yesterday was blunt-force and pattern injuries,” 
20
Tom says, clinking in another cartridge case. 
21
“Kind of funny,” she says, parting grass, plucking out 22
more brass. “That’s what killed her. Blunt force.” Clink. 
23
“And she had pattern injuries.” Clink. “Win says she S 24
had holes punched in her skull, like maybe somebody R 25
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went after her with a hammer.” Clink. “So I’m learning 1
about it anyway, even if I missed class.” 
2
“You’ve missed drug-abuse deaths. SIDS. Child 3
abuse,” Tom goes on, moving through the grass, clink-4
ing more brass into the bucket. 
5

21

4

5

had was ID techs, nothing like this.” He looks around 9
at his students. 
10

In the late eighteen-hundreds, it was a carriage 6
house, brick, a slate roof, now a bit tired and half hid-7
den by the low branches of an old oak tree. Sammy 8
finds the key to the side door, realizes the lock is bro-9
ken, has been pried open. 
10
“It wasn’t like this when I was here. . . .” Sammy 11
slides out his gun. Win’s already got his out. 
12
Sammy shoves the door open and it bangs against 13
the inside wall, and he lowers his pistol, returns it to its 14
holster. Win lowers his .357, stands just inside the door, 15
looking around, noticing oil stains on concrete, noticing 16
dirty tire tracks, what he would expect inside a garage. 
17
Hanging from Peg-Boards are the usual yard and gar-18
den tools, and in a corner is a lawn mower, a wheelbar-19
row, and a plastic gallon gas can, half full. 
20
“Doesn’t look like the gas can came from in here,” 
21
Sammy remarks. 
22
“Never thought it did,” Win replies. “You plan on 23
torching a place, usually you bring your own accelerants.”

“Unless it’s an inside job, like a domestic situation. 
R 25
Seen my share of those.” 
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“That’s not what this is. Roger Baptista sure as hell 1
wasn’t a domestic situation,” Win says, looking at a rope 2
hanging from the exposed beam ceiling, a pull-down 3
ladder. 
4
“You already check?” Win asks. 
5
Sammy looks up where Win is looking and says, 6
“No.” 
7

THE WINDOWS of the imposing Tudor home glint in 10
the sun, the Tennessee River bright blue and gracefully 11
bending in either direction as far as Sykes can see. 
12
She climbs out of her old VW Rabbit, figures she 13
looks like a harmless, middle-aged Realtor in a denim 14
pants suit. 
15
The businessman who owns the house where Vivian 16
Finlay was murdered isn’t in, Sykes checked, wonders if 17
anyone has bothered to tell him that twenty years ago a 18
seventy-three-year-old woman was beaten to death in-19
side his ritzy house. If he was told, he must not care. 
20
That’s something. Sykes wouldn’t live in a place where 21
someone was murdered, not even if it was given to her. 
22
She starts walking around, wondering how Mrs. Fin-23
lay’s killer got in.

There’s the front door, and on both sides of the R 25
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house plenty of windows, but they’re small, and it’s hard 2
for her to imagine someone climbing through a win-3
dow in the middle of this neighborhood in the middle 4
of the day. Another door closer to the back of the house 5
appears to lead into the basement, then facing the river 6
is one more door, and through windows on either side 7
of it is a handsome modern kitchen with stainless-steel 8
appliances and lots of tiles and granite. 
9
Sykes stands in the backyard, taking in the flowers 10
and lush trees, the low wall built of river rock, then the 11
dock and the water. She watches a motorboat roaring 12
past, pulling a hotdog skier, calls a number she stored 13
in her cell phone as she was driving over here after 14
an Academy class that might be the last one she ever 15
attends. 
16
“Sequoyah Hills Country Club,” a polite voice an-17
swers. 
18

“Had a full membership,” Missy is explaining, 5
“meaning it included tennis and golf.” 
6
“What else you got in that file?” Sykes asks, sitting 7
on the wall, wishing she could look at water without 8
trespassing or going on vacation. Must be something to 9
have so much money you can help yourself to a river. 
10
“I’m sorry?” 
11
“I mean, old itemized bills that might give some de-12
tails as to what she bought and did, maybe? For instance, 13
if she ever bought tennis clothes in the pro shop?” 
14
“We don’t throw away business files, but they 15
wouldn’t be here in the office. We have a storage facil-16
ity. . . .” 
17
“I need her old bills, all of them for ’eighty-five.” 
18
“My word, twenty years’ worth to dig through. That 19
could take . . .” Dismay, an audible sigh. 
20
“I’ll help you look,” Sykes says. 
21

THE UPPER STORY of Lamont’s garage has been conS 24
verted into a guest room that doesn’t appear to have R 25
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1
been used except for the indentations and a little dirt 2
left by feet walking around the dark brown carpet. 
3
Fairly big feet, Win notes. Two different tread patterns. 
4
The walls are painted beige and hung with several 5
signed prints—sailboats, seascapes. There is a single 6
bed covered with a brown spread, a bedside table, a 7
small dresser, a swivel chair, and a desk that has noth-8
ing on it except an ink blotter, a green glass lamp, 9
and a brass letter opener that looks like a dagger. The 10
furniture is inexpensive maple. A small bathroom with 11
a stacked washer-dryer, very neat and clean, looks 12
unlived-in, except, of course, for the footwear indenta-13
tions all over the carpet. 
14
“What you got up there?” Sammy yells from the 15
bottom of the pull-down plywood stairs. “Want me to 16
come up?” 
17
“No need and there’s no room,” Win says, looking 18
down through the opening at the top of Sammy’s gray-19
ing head. “Doesn’t look like anybody’s been staying 20
here, working here.

13

Pike area. Hold on.” 
15
He calls Sykes, gets his answer, goes calm the way he 16
does when everything is unraveling. The return address 17
is Jimmy Barber’s. 
18
“Looks like his Roller Derby wife dug in the base-19
ment long before you did,” Win says to Sykes. “Sent the 20
Finlay file up here where it’s been hiding in an oven.” 
21
“A what? The bitch lied to me!” 
22
“That depends. Did you ever tell her exactly what 23
you were looking for?” Win asks.

Silence.

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“Sykes? You there? Did you tell her?” 
1
“Well, not exactly,” she says.

AT HALF PAST TWO, he parks Nana’s old Buick be-5
hind her house, can see her wind chimes in daylight, 6
their long, hollow tubes moving in the trees and from 7
the eaves and not quite as magical as they are at night. 
8
Another car is parked near the basketball hoop, al-9
most in the bushes, an old red Miata. He needs a land-10
line and right now his apartment seems like a bad idea. 
11
He has a feeling about it and has decided to heed it, 12
wouldn’t be far-fetched to suppose cops or someone 13
who pries open locks might be patrolling his neighbor-14
hood. He knocks, then walks in through the back door, 15
into the kitchen, where Nana sits across from a dis-16
traught young woman who is cutting the deck of tarot 17
cards into three stacks. Nana has made hot tea, a house 18
specialty, with sticks of cinnamon and fresh slivers of 19
lemon peel. He notices a jar of Tennessee honey on the 20
counter, a spoon nearby. 
21
“Guess what we tried, my darling,” Nana says to 22
him, reaching for a card. “Your special honey made by 23
joyful bees. This is Suzy. We’re taking care of that hus-S 24

band of hers who thinks he doesn’t have to abide by the 2
restraining order.” 
3
“He been arrested?” Win asks Suzy, in her twenties, 4
delicate-looking, face puffy from crying. 
5
“My boy’s a detective,” Nana proudly says, sipping 6
her tea as nails click and Miss Dog wanders in. 
7
Win sits on the floor, starts petting her, and she 8
wants her tummy scratched, and Suzy is saying, “Twice. 
9
Don’t do any good. Matt just bails himself out, shows 10
up like last night at my mama’s house, waiting behind 11
the hedge, and gets in my face as I’m getting out of the 12
car. He’ll kill me. I know it. People don’t understand.” 
13
“We’ll see about that,” Nana warns. 
14
Win asks her where her mama lives, notices Miss 15
Dog is looking remarkably improved. Her sightless 16
eyes seem full of light. She seems to be smiling. 
17
“Just down the road,” Suzy tells him with a ques-18
tion in her voice. “You should know.” She looks at 19
Miss Dog. 
20
He gets it. Suzy’s mother is Miss Dog’s owner. That 21
figures. “Miss Dog’s not going anywhere,” he says, and 22
that’s that. 
23
“I don’t care, won’t say a word. Mama’s awful to her. 
S 24
Matt’s worse. I’ve been telling her the same thing you R 25
have. She’s gonna get run over by a car.”

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“Miss Dog’s doing just fine,” Nana says. “She slept in 1
my bed last night with both the cats.” 
2
“So Mama doesn’t protect you from Matt.” Win gets 3
off the floor. 
4
“Nothing she can do. He cruises past her house all 5
he wants. Walks right in if he wants. She doesn’t do 6
anything.” 
7
Win heads into the living room to use the phone. 
8
He sits among his grandmother’s crystals and mystical 9
clutter and asks to speak to Dr. Reid, a geneticist who 10
works for the DNA lab in California that is analyzing 11
the bloody clothing in the Finlay case. He’s told Dr. 
12
Reid is on a conference call, can get back with Win in 13
half an hour, and he walks out of the house, starts walk-14
ing toward Miss Dog’s house, her former house. He’s 15
seen Matt before, pretty sure of it, small, fat, lots of tat-16
toos, the type to be an abusive bully. 
17
His cell phone rings. Sykes. 
18
“Don’t bother me. I’m about to get into a fight,” he 19
says. 
20
“I’ll make this quick, then.” 
21
“No sense of humor today?” 
22
“Well, I didn’t want to tell you. But if you and me 23
aren’t back in class by Monday, we’re getting kicked out S 24
of the Academy.”

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It will disappoint her more than it will disappoint 2
him. The Massachusetts State Police has its own crime 3
scene investigators, doesn’t need Win out there gather-4
ing evidence himself, and he doesn’t give a damn about 5
being director of the crime labs or anything else at the 6
moment.

her, gave her instructions. She didn’t mention it to me 6
because I didn’t ask, says a lot of people call about stuff. 
7
I’m sorry.” 
8
“Gotta go,” Win says, running fast. 
9
He grabs the truck’s door as it is shutting, and the fat 10
little bully looks at him, shocked, then furious. 
11
“Get your damn hands off my truck!” 
12
He’s mean, stupid, stinks like beer and cigarettes, his 13
breath so bad Win can smell it as he opens the door 14
wide, stands between it and the front seat. He looks 15
into the small, cruel eyes of Suzy’s worthless husband, 16
who’s probably been hanging around here, waiting for 17
her to show up or, if nothing else, waiting for her to 18
drive past and see him and speed off in terror. 
19
“Who are you and what do you want!” Matt yells. 
20

“Why? To find the file?” 
22
“Yes.” Then, “I don’t know. I don’t know. All I know 23
is he wanted me to look bad. Destroy my reputation. Af-S 24
ter death. Or now. In life . . .” 
R 25
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1
Her voice is shaking, her eyes filled with enraged 2
tears. Win watches her, waits. 
3
“So tell me.” She can barely talk. “He pay him to 4
rape me, too?” She raises her voice, tears falling. 
5
Win doesn’t know. He doesn’t know what to say. 
6
“Or paid him just to kill me and burn up the house 7
and the worthless nothing piece of shit threw in the 8
rape free. Oh yes. The proverbial crime of opportunity.” 
9
“Why?” Win quietly asks. “Why the—” 
10
“Why the overkill?” Lamont interrupts with a harsh 11
laugh. “Why? Come on, Win. You see it every day. 
12
Hate. Envy. Being scorned, dissed, threatened. Pay-13
back. Kill somebody as many times and in as many dif-14
ferent horrific ways as you can, right? Degrade them, 15
cause them as much pain and suffering as possible.” 
16
Images of that night, of her. Win tries to push them 17
back. 
18
“Well, he tried,” she says. Then, “How much?” 
19
He knows what she’s asking. He doesn’t answer her. 
20
“How much!” 
21
He hesitates, says, “A thousand dollars.” 
22
“So that’s all I’m worth.” 
23
“It has nothing to do with that and you know—” 
S 24
“Don’t bother,” she says. 
R 25
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REX’S GUNS & AMMO is on Upward Road in East 15 CO
Flat Rock, a good spot for a private meeting because 16
the shop is closed on Sundays. Nice to know that the 17
folks in North Carolina who believe in firearms and 18
camouflage observe the Sabbath. 
19
Sykes and Win sit in folding chairs somewhere be-20
tween racks of rifles and fishing tackle, a seven-pound 21
bass mounted on the wall giving Sykes the fisheye. 
22
Leaning against a glass showcase of pistols is the Hen-23
derson County Sheriff, Rutherford, a friend of Rex’s, 24 S
which is how he came upon the key to let Win and 25 R
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1
Sykes in so they could have a little discussion about the 2
Finlay case. Rutherford sort of looks like his name, an 3
odd thing about that, a phenomenon Sykes has been 4
aware of all her life. 
5
He’s big and rumbling like a freight train, intimidat-6
ing and hell-bent in one direction—his. He has re-7
minded them more than once in one way or another 8
that Flat Rock is his jurisdiction, made it clear that if 9
anybody picks up George and Kimberly, “Kim,” Finlay, 10
it will be him, says he needs to understand why they 11
should be picked up in the first place. So Sykes and 12
Win are doing their best to patiently explain the facts 13
of the case, details that became apparent when they 14
stayed up all last night driving here from Knoxville, 15
then holing up in a Best Western Motel, picking apart 16
and piecing together information from a case file that 17
they should have had access to from the start, pages and 18
pages of reports, witness statements, and about a dozen 19
gruesome photographs that make many things dis-20
turbingly obvious. 
21
It was Kim who discovered Mrs. Finlay’s brutalized 22
body and called 911 at 2:14 p.m., August 8. She claims 23
she was driving George’s white Mercedes sedan, was S 24
out running errands and decided to drop by for a visit. 
R 25
Yet several hours earlier, between ten thirty and eleven 1 8 6
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a.m., a retired man who lived only a few blocks from 1
Mrs. Finlay’s Sequoyah Hills home saw Kim in the area 2
driving her red Mercedes convertible. When Detective 3
Barber questioned her about it she offered the simple 4
explanation that while she was out and about she 5
stopped in the Sequoyah Hills neighborhood to walk 6
her Maltese, Zsa Zsa, on Cherokee Boulevard, or the 7
 Boulevard,  as she called it. Nothing particularly suspi-8
cious about that, since Cherokee Boulevard was and is 9
a popular place for people, including nonresidents, to 10
walk their dogs. Kim, who didn’t live in Sequoyah 11
Hills, was known to walk Zsa Zsa there daily, depend-12
ing on the weather, and August 8 happened to be a 13
beautiful day. 
14
In her statement to Barber, she continued to spin her 15
reasonably credible story, claiming she took Zsa Zsa 16
home around noon, checked on George, who was sick in 17
 bed with a cold,  then went back out in his Mercedes be-18
cause her Mercedes convertible needed gas and was mak-19
 ing a funny noise.  On her way to the dry cleaner’s, she 20
decided to drop in  on Mrs. Finlay, and when she didn’t 21
answer the door Kim let herself in and had the most aw-22
 ful shock  of her life. She went on to tell Barber, very 23
tearfully, that she had been very worried about Mrs. 
S 24
Finlay’s safety. She has all this money and is ostentatious R 25
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1
 and lives alone, and is naïve, much too trusting,  she said, 2
adding that earlier in the week when George and I came 3
 by to have dinner with her, we both saw a suspicious-4
 looking black man near her house, staring at it. When we 5
 turned into the driveway, he walked away very quickly. 
6
George, of course, verified his wife’s story. George, 7
of course, had a few good stories of his own, including 8
that he was fairly sure  his aunt had noticed this same 9
black man several days earlier, just walking up and 10
down the street near her house— loitering,  in her words. 
11
George was also fairly sure  he probably  left a hammer on 12
a windowsill in his aunt’s master bedroom, having used 13
it to help her hang a painting, he wasn’t exactly sure 14
when, but not long before it happened.  A plausible the-15
ory evolved: Mrs. Finlay returned home from tennis or 16
shopping or something and interrupted her assailant, 17
who had gotten only so far as stealing a box of silver 18
coins that supposedly was in plain view on a dresser in 19
 the master bedroom. 
20
In one of Barber’s notes, he wrote that when the po-21
lice arrived, there was water in the tub, a damp towel 22
draped over the side of it, and another, larger damp 23
towel on the bedroom floor not far from where the S 24
body was found. He speculated that when the killer R 25
heard Mrs. Finlay drive up, he may have hid himself  and 1 8 8
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watched her undress to take a bath, which may have sex-1
 ually excited him.  At the point when she may have had 2
nothing on but her ruffled blue tennis panties,  he con-3
fronted her, and when she started screaming, he noticed 4
the hammer on the windowsill and used it. 
5
What Barber didn’t entertain, at least not in writing, 6
was the possibility that Mrs. Finlay was in the tub when 7
her assailant appeared, that in fact her assailant might 8
have been someone she knew so well as to allow this 9
person to come into the bedroom, perhaps even talk to 10
her while she was still in the tub or drying off, maybe a 11
close female friend or relative, maybe someone who 12
didn’t always get along with her. It never seemed to oc-13
cur to Barber that Mrs. Finlay might have been mur-14
dered by someone very close to her, the crime then 15
staged to look like an attempted sexual assault that 16
went as far as her tennis panties being pulled down to 17
her knees before her enraged assailant beat her to 18
death. 
19
According to the statement of one of Mrs. Finlay’s 20
tennis partners, Kim and Mrs. Finlay had gotten quite 21
hostile toward each other over the summer, and Mrs. 
22
Finlay had begun saying things like Chinese people should 23
 work in Laundromats, not marry people like her nephew. 
S 24
Sykes sure as hell would have been on high alert if she R 25
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1
had been the detective and someone had told her that, 2
would have zeroed in on all of it, would have connected 3
the dots, decided Kim and Mrs. Finlay pretty much 4
hated each other and maybe when Kim dropped by the 5
house after tennis that day—after yet another shopping 6
spree charged to Mrs. Finlay’s country club account—
7
they got into an argument that went no place good. 
8
“Still sounds mighty circumstantial to me,” Ruther-9
ford the sheriff says from beside the showcase of pistols 10
that is propping him up. 
11
“The DNA isn’t circumstantial,” Win replies, and he 12
keeps looking at Sykes, as if to remind the sheriff that 13
the two of them are in this together. 
14
“Don’t understand why they didn’t get the DNA 15
back then. You sure something didn’t get contaminated 16
after twenty years?” 
17
“They didn’t do DNA testing back then,” Win says, 18
looking at Sykes, and she nods. “Just standard serology, 19
ABO typing, which certainly indicated that the blood 20
on the tennis clothing was Mrs. Finlay’s. But what they 21
didn’t test twenty years ago were areas of clothing that 22
might yield other biological information.” 
23
“Like what areas?” the sheriff asks, getting an impa-S 24
tient look on his face. 
R 25
“Areas that rub against your skin, areas that might 1 9 0
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have sweat or saliva, other body fluids. Get it from all 1
sorts of things. The inside of collars, under the arms, 2
the brims of hats, socks, the inside of shoes, chewing 3
gum, cigarette butts. We need highly sensitive DNA 4
technology for tests like that. PCR. STR. And by the 5
way, when DNA is contaminated, you don’t get false 6
positives.” 
7
Rutherford doesn’t want to get into it, says, “Well, 8
George and Kim aren’t going to give you any trouble. 
9
And like I told you, I know they’re home. Had my sec-10
retary call them up, pretend she was collecting money 11
for the FOP hurricane fund. You ever seen anything 12
like all these hurricanes? The Lord Almighty’s unhappy 13
with something, you ask me.” 
14
“Plenty to be unhappy about,” Sykes says to him. 
15
“Plenty of ambition, greed, and hatred, the very same 16
things that led to Mrs. Finlay’s murder.” 
17
Sheriff Rutherford says nothing, won’t look at her, 18
has been addressing his every comment to Win. It’s a 19
man’s world, probably explaining why there’s all these 20
hurricanes, punishment for women not staying home 21
and doing what they’re told. 
22
“Before y’all head out,” the sheriff says to Win, “I’d 23
like to clear up the train part, because I’m still suspi-S 24
cious it was a homicide, like maybe there was some sort R 25
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1
of organized crime involved, Dixie Mafia or something. 
2
And if that’s so”—he slowly shakes his jowly head—
3
“then maybe we should be approaching this different, 4
bring in the FBI.” 
5
“No way it was a homicide.” Sykes is adamant. “Every-6
thing I’ve found out about Mark Holland’s case indi-7
cates suicide.” 
8
“And what’s everything?” the sheriff asks Win, as if 9
it’s Win who just made that claim. 
10
“Like the fact that when he was married to Kim, she 11
went through his money and was cheating on him, hav-12
ing an affair with Mark’s best friend, another cop. Mark 13
had plenty of reason to be depressed and angry,” she 14
says, looking right at the sheriff. 
15
“Might not have been enough for Barber to run 16
with,” Win adds, “but it should have caused him to ask 17
a few questions about Kim’s character and morals. Which 18
he clearly did, since he contacted the medical exam-19
iner’s office in Chapel Hill, then stapled a Polaroid 20
photograph of Holland’s remains to the personal-effects 21
inventory from Mrs. Finlay’s autopsy.” 
22
“A personal-effects inventory that had tennis clothes 23
on it? Because the tennis clothes were size six, he made S 24
some Sherlock leap to a train fatality?” Rutherford R 25
peels open a stick of spearmint gum, winks at Win, 1 9 2
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says, “Guess I’ll leave my DNA on it, huh?” Then, “Go 1
on.” Chewing. “Go on, then. I’m listening. Hook that 2
up with the train fatality. Hope you can.” Chewing. 
3
“Ten,” Sykes says. “The tennis clothes were size ten.” 
4
“Well, not that I’m an expert on women’s attire, but 5
I can’t see any connection between this poor cop being 6
run over by a train and this dead old lady’s tennis 7
clothes. You implying Detective Barber figured those 8
clothes were too big to fit Mrs. Finlay?” He says all this 9
to Win. 
10
“I bet Barber didn’t notice,” Sykes says. 
11
“Don’t think I would have,” the sheriff says to Win. 
12
“How ’bout you?” He winks at him again, chewing. 
13
“Detective Garano’s the one who did  notice,” 
14
Sykes says. 
15
“Possibly a simpler answer is the bloody tennis 16
clothes were what Barber submitted to the TBI labs for 17
testing,” Win suggests. “He had a copy of it, stapled it 18
to the morgue photo. Tucked them inside his Septem-19
ber MasterCard bill, maybe because that’s where the 20
previous month’s charges were listed for his trip to the 21
ME’s office in Chapel Hill. People do things, don’t 22
think about them. Who knows.” 
23
“That sure is the truth,” Sykes agrees, thinking of S 24
the case file Toby Huber stupidly stuck in the oven. 
R 25
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1
“A lot of details never make sense,” Win goes on. “A 2
lot of holes never get filled in. A lot of what is recon-3
structed probably looks very little like what really hap-4
pens in those minutes, those split seconds, when a 5
violent outburst ends someone’s life.” 
6
“You some kind of philosopher or something?” 
7
Rutherford narrows his eyes, chews his gum. 
8
Win gets up from his chair, looks at Sykes, gives her 9
the signal. 
10
“We just need a little time to give them the happy 11
news, then you can pick them up,” Win says to the 12
sheriff. 
13
 At least he said “we,”  Sykes thinks. He didn’t have to 14
include her. It’s his case,  she thinks, but no matter how 15
often she reminds herself of that, she feels disap-16
pointed, depressed about it, resentful. After all those 17
dark places and boxes and phone calls and missed 18
Academy classes and everything else, it certainly feels 19
like her case, and it would feel pretty damn good to tell 20
Kim and George Finlay they didn’t get away with it, 21
that they’re about to find themselves in handcuffs and 22
end up in a very different Big House from what they’re 23
used to—this one with razor wire. 
S 24
“They’re nice enough folks,” Rutherford says to Win R 25
as they walk out to the parking lot, takes a good, long, 1 9 4
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disparaging look at Sykes’s old VW Rabbit, same thing 1
he did when she and Win first drove up. “Well, call me 2
when you’re ready,” he says to Win. “A real shame lock-3
ing them up.” Chewing gum. “They’ve never caused any 4
trouble around here.” 
5
“Doesn’t look like they’re going to get a chance to, 6
either,” Sykes says. 
7
8
9
A FEW MILES AWAY is Little River Road, where many 10
of Flat Rock’s wealthy residents have big homes and es-11
tates, many of them summer homes, many of their 12
owners from the far reaches of New York, Los Angeles, 13
Boston, and Chicago. 
14
Sykes pulls her car off the long, unpaved driveway, 15
parks to one side, in the weeds so she and Win can 16
show up with no advance warning. They get out and 17
start walking toward the house that Vivian Finlay’s 18
nephew, George, and his 93 percent East Asian  wife, 19
Kim, inherited from Mrs. Finlay after her murder. The 20
well-off couple have been married twenty-two years, 21
their wedding six months after Kim’s first husband, De-22
tective Mark Holland, committed suicide on lonely 23
train tracks in a lonely part of North Carolina. 
S 24
“Well, I know I would have,” Sykes remarks, carry-R 25
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1
ing on a conversation they’ve been having for the past 2
ten minutes. 
3
“It’s easy to say twenty years after the fact,” Win re-4
minds her. “We weren’t there.” 
5
“You mean you wouldn’t have bothered checking out 6
the tennis reservations?” Sykes says as they walk along 7
the unpaved drive, getting closer to the house where 8
George and Kim enjoy their privileged lives in their 9
lovely home. “You know, just done the same damn 10
thing I did?” 
11
She has to remind Win yet again of how hard she’s 12
worked, of what an amazingly thorough and smart in-13
vestigation she’s conducted. 
14
“If Barber had done that, he would have realized it 15
wasn’t Mrs. Finlay who used the ball machine that day,” 
16
Sykes goes on, has made this point maybe four times 17
now, “not unless she signed in as a guest.  All he had to 18
do was ask questions.” 
19
“Maybe he felt about it a little bit the same way I 20
do,” Win suggests. “He didn’t like dealing with a club 21
that would never have him as a member.” 
22
She walks close to him. He puts his arm around her. 
23
“So, she’s going to jail?” Sykes asks, and she isn’t S 24
talking about Kim Finlay. 
R 25
She’s thinking of Monique Lamont. 
 1 9 6
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“Personally, I think she’s been punished plenty,” Win 1
says. “But I’m not finished yet.” 
2
For a moment they are quiet as they walk in the sun, 3
the driveway long and winding, trees everywhere. He 4
can feel the heaviness in Sykes’s heart, sense her pain 5
and disappointment. 
6
“Yeah, you’ve got a lot of unfinished business up 7
there, all right,” she says. “Guess you’ll be leaving after 8
you take care of these two.” She stares in the direction 9
of the house. 
10
“We could use a few good CSIs in Massachusetts,” 
11
he says. 
12
She walks with her arm around him, holding him 13
tight. 
14
“You think the box of silver coins ever existed?” she 15
asks, maybe just to change the subject, maybe to get her 16
mind off where Win lives and works, off where he has 17
his life, off how entwined his life is with Lamont’s, no 18
matter how much he denies it. 
19
“Probably,” he says. “I’m guessing Kim grabbed it on 20
her way out the first time, after she killed her, trying to 21
figure out how to stage it to look like a burglary/sex 22
crime, disguise what in truth was probably an impulse 23
crime. Blame it on a suspicious-looking black man. 
S 24
Worked like a charm, especially back then. People used R 25
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1
to call the police on my dad. Happened a lot. He’s in his 2
own yard and gets reported as a prowler.” 
3
The sun is hot on their heads, the air cool, the roof 4
of the house visible now, peeking above trees. They re-5
move their arms from each other, walking apart, like 6
colleagues again, talking about the case, Sykes wonder-7
ing why Jimmy Barber never questioned what hap-8
pened to Vivian Finlay’s shoes and socks, wondering 9
what Kim found to wear when she made her getaway 10
after stripping off her bloody tennis clothes, wondering 11
a lot of things. 
12
Then the house is right there in front of them, 13
George and Kim Finlay, now in their sixties, sitting in 14
white chairs on the wide white porch, eating lunch. 
15
Win and Sykes stare at the couple on the porch star-16
ing at them. 
17
“They’re all yours,” he quietly says. 
18
Sykes looks at him. “You sure?” 
19
“It’s your case, partner.” 
20
They follow the slate walkway, head to the wooden 21
steps that lead up to the porch, where George and Kim 22
have stopped eating. Then Kim gets up from her chair, a 23
stooped woman with graying hair pinned back, dark-S 24
tinted glasses, wrinkles that indicate she scowls a lot. 
R 25
“Are you lost?” she loudly asks. 
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“No, ma’am, we’re definitely not lost,” Sykes says, 1
she and Win stepping onto the porch. “I’m Special 2
Agent Delma Sykes with the Tennessee Bureau of In-3
vestigation. This is Investigator Winston Garano, Mas-4
sachusetts State Police. I talked to you on the phone the 5
other day?” she says to George. 
6
“Why, yes.” George clears his throat, a small man, 7
white hair, looks uncertain, pulls his napkin out of the 8
front of his Izod shirt, doesn’t seem sure whether he 9
should stand or sit. 
10
“The murder of Vivian Finlay has been reopened 11
due to new evidence,” Sykes says. 
12
“What evidence could there possibly be after all 13
these years?” Kim says, acts clueless, even tries to look 14
distressed by the memory. 
15
“Your DNA, ma’am,” Sykes says. 
16

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 HE AND NANA, and a secret mission, mid-October, the 15 CO
 night starting out crisp and cool with not much of a moon. 
16
 Watertown, driving fast to an address where a client of 17
 hers said that dogfights were secretly being held in the base-18
 ment on the weekends, horrible, violent fights, pugs, terri-19
 ers, bulldogs, pit bulls, starved, baited, torn to pieces. 
20
 Twenty dollars, the price of admission. 
21
Win can still see the look on Nana’s face as she 22
pounded on the door, see the look on the man’s face 23
when she walked right into his dark, squalid house. 
24 S
 I have you between my fingers,  she said, holding up 25 R
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1
two fingers, pinching them together. And I’m squeezing. 
2
 Where are the dogs? Because we’re taking every one of them 3
 right now.  And she squeezed her fingers together as 4
tightly as she could, right in his mean, soulless face. 
5
 Crazy witch!  He yelled at her. 
6
 Go take a look in your yard, look at all those shiny new 7
 pennies everywhere,  she said, and maybe time has em-8
bellished history, but as Win recalls it, the moment she 9
mentioned the pennies and the man went to the win-10
dow to look, a fierce wind kicked up from nowhere and 11
a tree branch slammed against that very window and 12
shattered it. 
13
Nana and Win drove off with a carload of dogs—
14
pitiful, mangled creatures—while he cried uncontrol-15
lably, tried to pet them, do something to make them not 16
hurt and shake so much, and after they left them at the 17
animal hospital, they drove home and it had gotten very 18
cold, and the heat had been turned on inside the house, 19
and Win’s mother and father and Pencil were dead.

“Pencil?” Monique Lamont asks from her glass desk. 
21

2

She is her old self in a handsome black suit, sunlight 18
lighting up every piece of glass in her office. Win feels as 19
if he’s in the middle of a rainbow, a rainbow that is hers.

If she tells the truth, the whole truth, there is hope. 
21
“Because you had to become the hero?” she is asking, 22
trying to show warmth and hide her fear. “You had to 23
become the warrior because you were the only one left?”

“Because I felt useless,” he says. “Didn’t want to do R 25
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1
sports, compete, be on teams, do much of anything that 2
might somehow measure me and show how useless I 3
really was. So I kind of kept to myself, reading, draw-4
ing, writing, all sorts of solitary things. Nana started 5
calling me Geronimo.” 
6
“Because you felt useless?” Lamont reaches for her 7
sparkling water, a blank expression on her striking face. 
8
Nana always reminded him, You’re Geronimo, my 9
 darling. Don’t ever forget, my darling. 
10
And Win is saying to Lamont, “One of the many 11
things Geronimo said is, I cannot think that we are useless 12
 or God would not have created us. And the sun, the darkness, 13
 the winds are all listening to what we have to say.  So there 14
you have it, what I have to say about myself. The truth, 15
Monique.” He adds, “Now it’s your turn. I’m here to lis-16
ten, but only if you plan on telling me everything.” 
17
She sips water, looks at him, deliberating, then, 18
“Why would you give a damn, Win? Why really?”

“Fairness. The worst things that have happened 20
aren’t your fault.”

“The money’s in using genomics to help with the 11
development of these next-generation superdrugs. 
12
Huge money, huge,” Win says. 
13
She doesn’t answer, listens intently. 
14
“The lab in California.” He keeps going. “All the na-15
tional attention you, the governor, will bring it because 16
of this murdered old woman in Tennessee. Well, that’s 17
extremely helpful, now isn’t it? You draw big attention 18
to them and their lucrative biotechnology—give them 19
that kind of free advertising—and guess what? Maybe 20
their stock goes up. How much stock do you own?” 
21
“That makes at least one thing obvious,” she says. 
22
“Make it look as if I took the case home, was hiding it. 
23
But make sure it’s found.”

He looks at her for a long moment, says, “Pretty R 25
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shrewd. Ruin you but save the day. The case file’s found 1
eventually. Publicity and more publicity. At your ex-2
pense.

23
“He’s been getting insider tips in exchange for subS 24
contracting out thousands of DNA kits to be analyzed R 25
for our database, for databases in other states based upon 2 0 8
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his recommendations. Major purchases of instruments 1
for his labs, recommendations for other crime labs to 2
buy the same things. It’s been going on for years.” 
3
“He admitted all this to you?” 
4
“After his stock advice, a lot of things began to add 5
up.” She glances at the recorder. “The more he told me, 6
the more he implicated me. I’m guilty of insider trad-7
ing. Next I’m guilty of conspiracy, of knowing what the 8
director of the state crime labs is doing and I don’t say a 9
word. Not to mention . . .” 
10
“Right. Your not-so-professional relationship.” 
11
“He loves me,” she says with nothing in her voice as 12
she stares at the recorder. 
13
“Amazing way to show it.” 
14
“I ended it months ago, after he gave me the advice 15
about the stock and I realized what he was into, what he 16
had just gotten me into.

19
“I told him I wanted nothing more to do with his il-20
legal activities, that they had to stop.

“You told him this when?” 
23
“Last spring. Probably wasn’t a smart thing to say,”

13

dot on the disc. Lamont watches in amazement as a 16
thin stream of smoke rises. 
17
“What are you doing?” she says. 
18
“You’re living inside a tinderbox, Monique. Could 19
burst into flames any minute. Maybe you should be 20
more careful, take the heat off yourself, direct it else-21
where.
